SAFOG confce begins today

28000 mothers die at
the delivery a year

Some 28,000 mothers die at
the time of delivery while about
three lakh suffer from various
complications in Bangladesh
every year, reports UNB.

The grim situation of mor-
tality was given by noted Gy-
naecologist Prof T A Cowdhury
at a press conference at the Na-
tional Press Club yesterday.

He told a correspondent that
the rate of mortality of mothers
in the country is 20 times
higher than that of Sri Lanka.

The organising committee of
South Asian Federation of Ob-
stetrical and Gynaecology
(SAFOG) organised the press
conference on the eve of its sec-
ond conference. :

President Shahabuddin
Ahmed will open the two-day
conference at Hotel Sonargaon
at 4 pm today.

Replying to a question, Prof
Firoza Begum who was also pre-
sent at the press conference said
only 5 per cent of the mothers
get the delivery facility in the
government hospital e it is

95 per cent in Sri Lanka.

Prof Shahela Khatun said
there are about 300 aecolo-
gists in Bangladesh of which 90
per cent are women.

Prof AB Bhuiyan, secretary
of the organising committee,
said around 600 delegates are
expected to attend at the confer-
ence, including 150 from
abroad.

The delegates from India,
Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Nepal, UK,
the Netherlands, Canada, Rus-
sia, Egypt, Singapore and In-
donesia will take part in the
conlerence.

SAFOG was formed by the
Obstetricians and Gynaecolo-
gists of SAARC countries.

Bhuiyan said the aim of
SAFOG is to foster a cordial re-
lation among member societies
and also the individuals for de-
velopment of expertise.

It also aimed at sh each
others experiences in the field
of Reproductive Health and
collaboration of all types of
technical development.

Newsmen urged not to give

details of rape victims

Amidst reports of rise in
raping incidents across the
country, government authori-
ties moved to toughen deterrent
laws and appealed to the jour-
nalists not to publish pho-
tographs, names and identity of
the victims to protect them
from social embarrassment,
reports UNB.

"Rather you should expose
the culprits to discourage rape,”
said State Minister for Social
Welfare, Women and Children
Affairs Dr Mozammel Hossain
a?prising newsmen yesterday
of the steps the government is
going take against the serious
crime.

Some 2063 cases of women
and girl children violation were
recorded till August this year.
Such incidents of felony booked
in 1997 were 2224 1415 in
1996.

Responding to a query about
the growing rate of violation,
the minister said: "It's not true
that the incidents have in-
creased rather rate of reports of
violation has increased”.

Being identified by the press,
the minister said, the innocent

victims are undermined and
isolated by society and life be-
comes a misery for them.

He referred to section 17 of
the 1974 Children Act that de-
bars publication of reports or
pictures of a child involved in a
case under trial. He sought
amendment of the law to bar
identifying
rape, abduction and trafficking.

A draft law seeking to make
women and child repression
law tougher and quicken legal
support to the victims is already
under consideration of the Law
Ministry, he told reporters.

Women and Children Affai}:l's
Secretary Tahmina Begum, who
also addressed the press confer-
ence at the ministry, said a
“one-stop diagnostic centre”
would be set up in every thana
to test the rape victims rapidly.

A multi-sectoral approach
and work has already begun
under 1998-2000 Pilot Project,
she informed. The project will
be extended over 10 years.

Officials of the ministry and
different division were present
at the press conference.
