"I have had just terrible luck
here the past four years since |
have come back.” said Seles,
who also missed a couple of
Championships during her re-
cuperation from the back-stab-
bing incident in Hamburg in
1993.

"In "95 [ couldn't play. In "96,
I had to default in the match
(against Kimiko Date because of
a shoulder injury).

"Last year (against Arantxa
Sarmhez—"v"icarmF it was one of
the worst matches of my career.
So [ really haven't been lucky.
I've had kind of a bad streak
coming in."

The bad streak could well
continue, since Seles is going up
against red-hot Graf, winner of
her last two tournaments after
coming back from an imjury-
plagued season, Graf van-
quished Wimbledon e¢hampion

Jana Novotna in her opening
match at Madison Square Gar-
den.

But Seles believes her Garden
luck might be changing.

"I was lucky to pull it oul
tonight.” said the 24-year-old
Seles, who reported she has not
been able to keep any lood down
since Sunday alfternoon.

'l just said, give it my best
shot,” revealed Seles. "If at some

oint I feel (sick) 1 will just de-
ault. | just said 1 would take it
one point at a time and go from
there on. | was lucky that | did-
n't have to do that.”

After posting her first
Championships win in six
years, Seles said she was look-
ing forward to playing Graf, five
times a winner of this event.
