Korea's number on
Talk Lee was given a goodyuha%
lenge by his Thai counterpart
Narathorn Srichaphan before
prevailing 6-3. 6-4 in 80 min-
utes and assure his country a
semifinal berth.

Earlier, Hyeung-Kuen Song,
the Korean number two,
thrashed Thailand's Rithi-
watanapong Attapol 6-2, 6-1 in
less than an hour to put South
Korea 1-0 ahead.

Thai number Narathorn,
ranked T?ﬁ on the ATP com-
puter — 500 places below Lee,
gave some tense moments to the
Korean, breaking him in the
first game and racing to a 2-0
lead before Lee caught up.

Lee, who was a bit dull at the
start putting easy returns wide,
charged himself up and broke
Narathorn in the fourth and
sixth games of the first set for a
5-2 lead. Lee served out the first
set at 6-3 when Narathorn's lob
went wide.

The second set was a thriller
and at one point it looked as if
Narathorn would take the tie to
the third set before Lee geared
himself up and finished the
match.

The Thai sent down some
powerful crosscourt returns to
which Lee had no answer.
took a 3-1 lead with a break in

the third game and that was
enough to win the set. He served
deep and smashed Narathorn's
lob for the win.

200 Iranians

BANGKOK, Nov 24 (AP):
When they go for the gold, Asia's
athletes won't just be chasing
medals.

The regional economic crisis
notwithstanding, many of the
42 countries sending more than
6,000 athletes to the Asian
Games next month in Bangkok
will be paying lucrative awards

to those who strike gold, silver,

and bronze,

After all, national pride is
at stake in the region's largest
Olympic-style competition.
Some countries are even raising
the value of the awards above
what Lhe?' paid at the last Asian
Games four years ago in Hi-
roshima, Japan, when the re-
gion was booming.

"It's the big event for every
participating Asian country,
even though we're battered by
economic crisis,” said Chairat
Kamnuan, vice president of
Thailand's Olympic Committee,
"No one can afford to lose face
in the games."

Chairat said that setting
awards for winners is an im-
portant stimulant for Asian
athletes — who don't have a fu-
ture lined with huge pro foot-
ball or basketball contracts —
to do their very best.

The awards rank from sev-
eral hundred to tens of thou-
sands of dollars. Extra benefits
are promised for record-break-
ing performances.

The hi%geat prizes appear to
be offere rich countries

likely to win the fewest medals.

Singapore, for example, is of-
fEI‘iﬂF 250,000 Singapore dol-
lars (154,000 dollars) to any of
its athletes winning gold.

A silver will bring 125,000
Singapore dollars (77,000 dol-
lars) and bronze 62,500 Singa-
pore dollars (38,500 dollars).

Hong Kong is ufferinﬂ
much as 500,000 Hon
dollars (64,120 dullars] whi]c
Malaysia will pay individual
gold medal winners 80,000
rin it (21,052 dollars). The

aysians are hopeful of win-

thc 100 metres.

outh Korea hopes its ath-
letes will collect 65 gold medals
to come in second after power-
house China. With a rocky
economy and more medals to
pay for, the Koreans will be giv-

modest gold medal bonuses
uf million won (2,300 dollars).
Silver and bronze fetch noth-
ing.

gChina alms to capture more
than 100 golds and will offer
4,000 yuan (480 dollars) for
each one. In 1994, China won
137 — or 41 per cent — of 337
gold medals at stake.

Yuan Weimin, a sports vice
minister, said recently that
China plans to use the Asian
Games to lay a foundation for
the 2000 Olympic Games in
Sydney.

Kuwait, home of the Olympic
Council of Asia, which is over-
seeing Bangkok's organisation
of the Games, is promising ev-
ery gold medalist a new car.
Kuwait hopes to win medals in
fencing, judo, taekwondo,
karate, soccer, shooting and
athletics.

As the host, Thailand says it
cannot let the worst recession
in decades affect the spirit of
athletes who have been trained
for ’Fﬁars for this competition.

Eﬁﬂvernmcnt is doubling
financial incentives from what’
was on offer four years ago, of-
fering a gold medalist 1 million
baht (27,500 dollars). A silver
will fetch 300,000 baht (8.300
dollars) and a bronze 200,000
baht (5,500 dollars).

Jurin Laksanavisith, deputy
chairman of the Bangkok
Asian Games Organising Com-
mittee, said the government has
allocated 34 million baht
(nearly one million dollar) for
the awards. Eleven golds are
hoped for.

Thai Prime Minister Chuan
Leekpai has said that addi-
tional contributions can come
from the national lottery office,
if needed.

"I'm not concerned anymore
about the preparations for the
games, but the performance of
the athletes,” Chuan said re-
cently. "We need to give them
moral support.”

Laver, who ha tn learn to
walk and talk again, remains
optimistic.

"1 just knew [ was going to get
out of this,” he said. "I feel like
I'm in a fight, I feel like I'm
going to recover and whatever it
takes. I'll do it."
