BANGKOK., Dec 18: A Kuwaiti

has become the second
weightlifter to test positive for
banned drugs at the Asian
Games, officials said Friday,
reports AP.

Jaber Al-Ajmi has been dis-
ualified after testing positive
or nandrolone, a banned an-
abolic steroid, the Olympic
Council of Asia said in a state-
ment.

"l hope we don't have any
more in future,” said OCA presi-

dent Sheikh Ahmad Al-Sabah,
who also is Kuwaiti,

But, he added, "I am ve
happy that there have been only
two cases, not important cases,
not involving champions."”

At the last Games in Hi-
roshima, Japan, four years a%n*
"we had 11 cases with 11
medals, and we had to change
all the results,” he said.

Chinese were the main cul-
prits in 1994. This time, Chi-
nese officials said, extensive
tests were carried out before the
games to make sure the athletes
were clean.

In all, in 1994, 15 athletes
out of 700 tested were found to
have used banned substances,
said Dr Ruengsak Siriphol,
chairman of the games' medical
control subcommittee,

Al-Ajmi was tested at ran-
dom Dec 14 after finishing 10th
in the over 105-kilogram divi-
sion. He placed 10th with a total
lift of 270 kilograms. well be-
hind the 427.5 of winner Kim
Tae-hyun of South Korea.

Both samples from his urine
test were found positive for
nandrolone, the council said.

It said Al-Ajmi still was sub-
ject to sanctions to be taken by
the International Weightlifting
Federation.

Earlier, Jordanian weigh-
tlifter Ayed Khawaldeh tested
positive for the banned subs-
tance triamterene, the council
said. Triamterene is a diuretic,
used to help lose weight, allo-
wing a competitor to compete in
lower weight categories. Diu-

retics can also be used to mask -

the use of other drugs.

The Sheikh said weightl-
ifters still need more education
against doping.

Dec 18: Japan's
Koji Ito once again was the
fastest on foot Friday, winnin
his third Asian Games gol
medal, while Chinese did their
speeding on water, rowing off
with five golds, reports AP,

And with the Chinese far
ahead in the overall gold stand-
ings. any victory over them was
a cause for celebration.

Those with bragging rights
Friday included Sri Lanka's
Damayanthi Darsha, who edged
ahead of Asian record holder Li
Xuemei of China in the women's
200 metres, and the Japanese
women's basketball team, 93-69
winners over a bigger Chinese
team in the gold medal game.

Ito also beat a Chinese in the
men's 200, but he was far from
the underdog. He already had
established himself as Asian's
fastest man by winning the 100
and anchoring Japan's victori-
ous 400-metre relay quartet,
and by running a 10-flat in the
100 semifinals.

His winning time, 20.25 to
the 20.75 of China's Han
Chaoming. was slower than his
Asian record of 20.126. But, he
said. "the record will be broken

by somebody one day but the
medal will never be taken
away." :

His triumphs have made
him one of the favourites to col-
lect the 100,000 dollars being
offered to the Games' MVP by
the Olympic Council of Asia.
