BRTC bus services

A new lot of 37 double-dec-
ker buses joined the Bangladesh
Road Transport Corporation
fleet yesterday under a gover-
nment plan for modernising
the outmoded BRTC services to
help it run profitably, reports
UNB.

Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina formally put these dou-
bledeckers into service at a
simple function at the main

- gate of Prime Minister's office

yesterday.

She cut the red ribbon, en-
tered into a bus and climbed up-
stairs before giving the go. The
rest red-and-white buses were
lined up on the road for the in-
auguration.

A roofless attractive tourist
doubledecker was also there for
presentation. Four tourist buses
are among the newly procured
37, two of which, with onboard
restaurants. are operating on
the Bangabandhu bridge,
world's eleventh longest. for the
tourists.

A total of 42 double-decker
buses are joining the BRTC fleet
this time. official sources said.
with the rest [ive coming soon.
These are of a total of 200 new
doubledeckers the government

decided to procure to give the
state-sector road service a new
look.

With these 35, the number of
the two-storied bus of BRTC
stood at 93. which will be able
to carry 60.000 passengers ev-
eryday.

The BRTC was also a losing
concern, like many other state-
owned enterprises, an official
attending the meeting told the
news agency. But after the as-
sumption of office by the new
government, it started earning
profit, he said.

"BRTC has made a profit of
Tk 5.78 crore in last two years
for different reform measures
taken by the government,” he
said, adding that the profit
margins will rise further with
the addition of new buses.

Before this government
taking office, the total number
of BRTC buses was 262, and now
it stood at 403. Among these,
BRTC procured 25 with its own
resources.

The corporation has also
enhanced the (Ea]ity of its ser-
vices and is taking some more
expansion programmes for en-
suring much better service to
the people. the officer added.
