major change in the Tyson
camp, as Tyson gets in shape for
his January 16 fight against
South African Frans Botha in
Las Vegas.

In recent years members of
Tyson's often obnoxious en-
tourage were severely restricted
in their conversations with the
media other than to offer plati-
tudes about how great their
meal ticket was and to project
rampant paranoia about ene-
mies out to get Tyson.

Brooks said there are no re-
strictions on him talking about
his new charge. And in a re-
freshing change. Brooks, in-
stead of flatly claiming that
Tyson was ready to destroy all
comers, said you can't tell how
much rust Tyson has accumu-
lated in his layoff "until the bell
rings and he's out there with
small gloves on.”

The 44-year-old Brooks,
who, in addition to Holyfield,
has worked with such fighters
as Pernell Whitaker, Meldrick
Taylor, Mark Breland, Rocky
Lothridge, Mike McCallum and
Livingston Bramble, empha-
sised that he will try to get
Tyson to return to the funda-
mentals he employed when he
was at his best.

Brooks said that Tyson has
got back to basics in camp by
not squaring up against his
sparring partners, by movin
his head from side to side an
stepping around his opponents
as he did when he was the
scourge of the hea ight di-
vision, winning his first world
title in 1986 to become the
youngest heavyweight cham-
pion in histurﬁ' at age 20.

"You can have all the power
in the world but if you don't
have your fundamentals you
can't deliver it," Brooks said.

son, 32, got his first taste
of the new training regimen.
Brooks said, when he was in
"30-second drills and he threw
up.” Brooks insisted Tyson con-
tinue, telling him if that hap-
ened in a fight he'd have to
eep going. And after a low blow
in sparring, Brooks said Tyson
wanted to stop but the trainer
wouldn't let him.

At one point 'liysun said,
"Kill . me, man, kill me,” said
Brooks, who also said he has a
multi-fight deal to train Tyson.

One of the biggest questions
surrounding Tyson is just what
made him snap in his June
1997 rematch against Hcﬂ%'-
field, who had thoroughly
beaten Tyson in their first light
in November 1996 before .the
referee stopped it in round 11.

Despite Tyson's contorted
explanation that in the rematch
he had to protect himself and
his livelihood for his family
because Holyfield was butting
him, Brooks said Tyson,
"probably wasn't in shape and
he was getting hit with stuff he
didn't know he could get hit
with.”

Brooks, who said Tyson has
given him free rein in training,
also said. "l don't think he had a
fight plan in either one of those

Crowds exceeding 70.000 are
commonplace on the opening
day of the annual Boxing Day
Test. At least 50,000 turned up
on Saturday, paying 20 Aus-
tralian dollars a ticket despite
the poor weather, and were told
they would be given full refunds
because a minimum of 12 overs
had not been bowled.
