To Kenneth S Fischer,
Deputy Director General for Re-
search, IRRI, the prime ques-
tion of rice research is how to
balance the need for ever-
greater food production at
prices that poor consumers can
afford and that are still prof-
itable to farmers while meeting
critical concerns about protect-
ing natural resources and the
environment for generations to
come,

Green Revolution was all
about more inputs - water, fer-
tiliser and pesticides. But time
has come to provide farmers
with the knowledge of better in-
put management, said Fischer..

“During those period, we in-
tensified pests as we intensified
rice production and in the pro-
cess use of pesticides became a
habit for many Asian farmers.
Time has come to grow more
rice using lesser pesticides.”

Participants in the confer-
ence agreed that throughout
Asia rice merchants are rich
but farmers are not.
