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Sailors aware of the storm

SYDNEY .- Eﬂ? 30 (Reuters/
internet): The seévere storm
which claimed ssix lives during
last weekend's ill-fated Sydney
to Hobart yacht race was a once-
in-a-year phenomenon, a se-
nior weather forecaster said on
Wednesday.

Pat Sullivan, regional direc-
tor of the Australian Bureau of
Meteorology. also said his office
told race organisers of predicted
Force 10 winds barely an hour
after the start of the race on
Saturday.

But he said it had not been
the Bureau's job to advise on
whether the race should have
been called off, telling Reuters:
"That's not a judgment I can
take".

As the Cruising Yacht Club
of Australia [CYCA), organisers
of the 630-nautical mile classic,
and the New South Wales coro-
ner's office prepared two sepa-
rate inquiries into the race, at-
tention has focused on what
weather information
available to crews.

Race organisers knew sev-
eral days before the race that a
low pressure zone was expected
off south-eastern Australia and
said that the winds it produced
could help race favourite Say-
onara break the race record.

Skippers were given a de-
tailed weather assessment dur-
ing the pre-race briefing on
Thursday They were warned
they were in for a rough ride be-
cause a predicted "southerly
buster” would see southerly
winds blowing up the coast col-
lide with a strong south-flowing
current to produce big seas.

Sullivan said the Bureau up-
graded its weather forecast to a
gale warning three hours before
the race started on Saturday,
predicting southerly and south-
westerly winds of 30-40 knots
off the east coast and round into
Bass Strait between the main-

The storm., when it came,
whipped up waves said to be as
high as 10 metres (33 feet), with
winds gusting at 80 knots. Six
boats had to be abandoned dur-
ing the race and almost two-

thirds of the 115 entrants
limped into New South Wales
ports for shelter.

Six people died. including a
British Olympic sailor whose
body has yet to be recovered de-
spite the largest civilian mar-
itime rescue ever mounted by
Australian forces.

The dead also included three -
sailors from the oldest boat in
the race, the solid timber cutter
Winston Churchill, whose mast
was driven through its keel by a
single huge wave.

The CYCA inquiry is to ad-
dress all safety issues includin
yacht and life raft design an
weather forecasting.

But inquiry head Peter Bush,
a veteran of 14 Sydney-Hobart
races, told Australian Broad-
casting Corporation radio that

calling the race off once the size
of the storm was known would
not have been easy as the fleet
was already out at sea.
