The World Bank has de-
scribed the work of 192,40 mil-
lion US dollar second rural
roads and markel project as
satisfactory, official sSources
told BSS yesterday.

The prt;r]ect was launched in
early 1997 to help increase ru-
ral employment and incomes
by establishing an improved,
sustainable rural transport and
trading infrastructure,

"All the monitoring indica-
tors show Erngrﬂss as per tar-
gets and the overall quality of
works, management and
progress achieved by the project
as very satisfactory,” said the
World Bank in its project status
report,

The project status report.
which contains progress ol var-
lous ongoing developments, was
released recently.

The report said the imple-
mentation of the five-year pro-
ject funded by government and
the World Bank made good
progress since the last supervi-
sion mission (November 1997)
in reducing the lag in imple-
mentation and disbursement,

This situation occurred
early in the project due to de-
lays in land acquisition, partic-
ipation procedures and second
generation special accounts.
