Janata Bank
officer stabbed
to death

. Police recovered two bodies,
including that of a schoolboy,
from Tejgaon and Kawla under
Uttara thana in the city in last
two days.

One of the victims was iden-
tified as Mohammed Abdul
Mannan. 45, Principal officer
of Janata Bank, Posta Branch
under Lalbagh thana and a res-
idence of Rayerbagh of Demra
while the identity of the teenage
boy could not be known.

Mannan was stabbed to
death by some unidentified
people at Kalanibazar of Tej-
gaon commercial area at about
7:30 pm on Thursday, police
said. .

Police quoting the relatives
said the bank officer was re-

turning home from his broth-
er's house at Mahakhali. but he
was attacked by some muggers
on the way.

Police said they are investi-
gating the matter. However,
none was arrested in this con-
nection till yesterday night.

The body has been sent to the
Dhaka Medical College Hospi-
tal for autopsy.

A case has been lodged with
Tejgaon thana police.

In the other incident, Uttara
police recovered the body of a
schoolboy from behind the
Alauddin Sweetmeat at Kawla
near the Zia Airport at about
7:30 amn yesterday:.

His face was smashed and .

hands and legs were tied.

The identity of the body
could not be known immedi-
ately.

His body has been sent to the
DMCH morgue.
