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Demand for fertiliser

has gone up

Demand for fertilisers has
gone up in different parts of the
country this year compared to
last year as more lands have
been brought under cultivation
of IRRI-Boro and wheat, reports
APB.

A government handout said
that cultivation of IRRI-Boro
had increased by 200,000
hectares and that of wheat in
20,000 hectares in the current
season compared to last year.

The government. the hand-
out added. has taken all steps
for meeting the increased de-
mand for fertilisers.

This was disclosed at the
meeting of the Consultative
Committee on distribution of
fertilisers at the conference
room of the Ministry of Com-
merce yesterday.

The meeting. chaired by the
president of the committee and
the Food and Agriculture Advi-
sor M Anisuzzaman., was also
attended by the Commerce and
Industries Minister Tofail
Ahmed and Food and Agricul-
ture Minister Begum Matia
Chowdhury.

The meeting was told that
the acreage under IRRI, Boro,
Wheat. various Rabi crops and
potatoes had been substantially
increased this year to make up
for the losses suffered during
the worst floods of the century.

As such the demand for fer-
tilisers had increased by an es-

timated 175,000 metric tonnes
compared to that of last year.

Officials concerned were
asked to ensure advance suppl
of fertilisers as per demant{
The meeting was informed that
supply of fertilisers was satis-
factory in all areas of the coun-
try.

Departments concerned were
directed to ensure supply of fer-
tilisers Irom surplus areas to
deficit areas speedily.

Fertiliser traders were asked
to deposit money to the con-
cerned banks for lifting fer-
tilisers by February 16. All
banks were asked to cooperate
with the fertiliser traders on a
priority basis.

The meeting was told that
the stock of DAP fertiliser was
nearly exhausted. It urged the
Bangladesh Fertiliser Associa-
tion to encourage private im-
porters throughout the country
to import DAP fertiliser for bet-
ter fertility of soil.

The Bangladesh Fertiliser
Association (BFA) assured the
meeting of all possible coopera-
tion in this regard.
