S’pore to okay
soccer betting

SINGAPORE, Feb 12: Singa-
pore is to have a legalised foot-
ball betting system from next
month to check match-fixing in
the island state's professional
league, reports said Friday, ac-
cording to AFP.

The betting system called
'SCORE" will be launched on
March 30, a day before the new
local soccer season begins. local
television reported Friday.

The minimum bet will be
one Singapore dollar (about 60
cents) and betting will be based
on results of 132 matches
played on a home and away ba-
sis by 12 clubs participating in
the league.

Wagers can choose from
three bet types.

The first category is whether
the match ends in a win for the
home team or a draw or win for
the away team.

In the second category, bets
will involve handicap advan-
lages given to the weaker teams
and whether the home or away
team will win based on the

E?ndicap. A draw is not possi-
e.

During Nagano's bid cam-
paign, one member visited the
city several times despite an
I0C rule restricting visits to a
bidding city once per person.
Four others visited Nagano in
groups, which is also banned,

Fourteen of Europe's too
clubs — the self-styled G-14 —
are preparing to turn them-
selves into a legal body — and a
power-struggle with the likes of
world governing body FIFA, Eu-
rope’'s governing body UEFA
and national associations can-
not be ruled out.

The clubs involved are Ajax,
Barcelona, Bayern Munich,
Borussia Dortmund, Inter Mi-
lan, Juventus, Liverpool,
Manchester United, AC Milan,
Olvmpique Marseille, Porto,
Paris Saint Germain, PSV
Eindhoven and Real Madrid.

Juventus, due to their recent

change of coach, were the only
absentees from what repre-
sented a powerful collection of
football men fighting for the
rights of Europe's biggest and
richest clubs.

‘It has taken years, but times
are changing in soccer," said
former West German skipper
Karl Heinz Rummﬂnig;gef now
the vice-president of Bayern
Munich.

"The clubs to be recognised
by UEFA and FIFA and that is
why we must become a legally
recognised group for the future
and be taken seriously.

"The players belong to the
clubs who pay their wages and it
is the only sensible way for-
ward," he added.

Uli Hoeness., like Rum-
menigge a former West German

On Wednesday, delegates
from various European leagues
met in London while last week
in Switzerland, UEFA's task-
force met to discuss distribu-
tion of television income for
next season's revamped Cham-

pions' League.

Amid all the meetings, one
thing has become clear, the
clubs, represented either by G-
14 or through the leagues, are
challenging the establishment
on a wide range of issues and
forcing European soccer to rev-
olutionise itself to the chal-
lenge of the new millennium.
