Coles told
to clarify
himself

SYDNEY, March 1 (Reuters):
International Olympic Com-
mittee (IOC) member Phil Coles
has been told by Australia's se-
nior I0C official to explain al-
legations he accepted excessive
hospitality, newspapers re-
ported today.

Coles was one of several 1OC
members who on Sunday an-
swered charges of wrongdoing
stemming from a recent report
by an ethics committee from
Salt Lake City, site of the 2002
Winter Games. In the Swiss city
of Lausanne, Coles, Ashwini
Kumar of India and Ecuador's
Agustin Arroyo each met an ad
hoc [10C panel which is investi-
gating charges of bribery and
corruption surrounding Salt
Lake City's successful bid for
the 2002 Winter Games.

Newspapers said fellow Aus-
tralian I0OC delegate Kevan
Gosper has called for Coles to
explain allegations he accepted
over 60,000 Australia dollar
(37,200 US dollars) in hospital-
ity from Salt Lake City offi-
cials.

"Phil will have to address
the criticisms being aimed at
him — in Australia,” Gosper, an
I0C executive board member,
was quoled as saying in the
Sydney Morning Herald news-
paper.

Gosper said each individual
[OC member's responsibility
was to make a judgment on
cities bidding to stage Olymipic
Games.

"In terms of any further rela-
tionship, friendship, goodwill,
whatever, that's matter for the
individual,” Gosper said.

Asked about the extent of
hospitality Coles is alleged to
have received in Salt Lake City,
the Herald gquoted Gosper as
saying: 'it was surprising ‘to
me".

A recent report by a Salt
Lake City ethics panel impii-
cated 10 new members, includ-
ing Coles and Kumar, in a
widening scandal.
