Death anniversary Mar 26

Madhuda's bust yet
to be repaired

The 28th death anniversary
ol Liberation War martyr Mad-
husudan Dey, popularly known
as Madhuda., is only four days
away, but his bust vandalised
more than four months ago, is
vet to be repaired.

The death anniversary of
Madhuda will be observed on
March 26,

Some unidentified elements
damaged the bust of Madhuda
on the night of November 14
last year. The nose and ears of
the bust were damaged. I1 is now
wrapped with a black cloth.

The bust of Madhuda was
placed on the Dhaka University
campus on April 18, 1995 by the
university authorities.

Following the vandalism, a
one-member probe body headed
by Proctor Dr AKM Noor-un-
Nabi was [ormed on November
15 to investigate the incident
and asked to submit the report

i
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But the report still did not
see the light of the day as the
probe body. what it said, could
not find any clues during its
four months of investigation.

‘1 have tried my best to
find out the culprits who
damaged it.” said Dr Noor-
un-Nabi.

"I have interrogated every-
body including police, students,
student leaders and employees
of Madhu's Canteen,” he said.
adding that none of them could
say anything about it.

Arun, son of Madhuda, who
now runs the Madhu's Canteen,
expressed a strong resentment
over the vandalism and probe
body’'s delay in taking any ac-
tion.

“It's very disgraceful for us
that the statue of a martyr re-
mains neglected for a long
time,” he regretted while Talk-
ing to The Daily Star.

"What is worst is that none
ol the culprits was held or pun-
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ished,” Arun said, adding that
‘il is beyond my imagination
thal somebody could damage
lhie statue of Madhusudan Dey
oit Lhie DU campus”.

He blamed the anti-libera-
tion elements for the heinous
et and demanded immediate
arrest and exemplary punish-
tmient ol the persons responsi-
