Rain follows Pak cyclone

200 bodies recovered
from sea, hundreds
still missing

KETI BANDER, May 22: Vil-
lagers and rescue workers,
usting
winds. to recover 200 bodies
from the sea and rescue thou-
sands of survivors of a deadly
cyclone that devastated hun-
dreds of villages, officials and
witnesses said today, reports
AP.

-"Rescue operations are still
oing on ... We can't say for sure
ow many more are dead. The

death toll will certainly rise,”
said Nazar Mohammad Baloch,
a Sindh provincial government
official.

After the cyclone struck on

Thursday the government said

at least 700 people were miss-

ing, many presumed drowned.
"Scores of villages and is-

lands have been submerged in

water. Apart Irom human
losses and damage to property,
a large number of cattle have
also been killed.” said Baloch.

Rescue workers moved thou-
sands of trapped people to safe
areas in southern Sindh
province, but many more still
were stranded in remote vil-
lages, he said.

On Saturday 50 bodies were
recovered from several islands
off the coast and another 150 in
neighbuuring Badin district,
said residents of Keti Bander,
also hard hit by the cyclone
that packed winds of 273 kph
(170 mph).

The comimittee could neither
lind any “specific” reason nor
could it identify any particular
person behind it, sources closed
to the Committee told the Star
yesterday.

The report rather identified
a couple of "possible” reasons
behind the incident. said a
source close to the probe body.

The investigators suspect
thal the liquor traders might
have unknowingly sold poi-
sonous methylated spirit. in-
stead of rectified spirit. “It is
not impossible that the two
substances were interchanged
while carrying them., as the-
substances — and their contain-
ers as well - look alike.” a
source quoted the report as say-
ing.

The second possible reason
the probe body identified was
that the traders consciously
mixed methylated spirit with *
rectified spirit in higher than
normal gquantily te maximise
profit.

Another source close to the
probe body told The Daily Star
that the committee examingd
whether the incident was a re-
sult  of peolitical sabotage
against the government. But the
committee did not find any-
thing like that.
