Chief Justice of Bangladesh
Mustafa Kamal was felicitated

Justice Kamal said the legal
profession and the judiciary
now stand at a cross-road of
history. "So long the judiciary
functioned almost beyond the
glaze of public eyes but with the
concept of accountability grow-
ing ... the legal profession and
the judiciary can no longer
function behind and beyond
public scrutiny. We have a
storehouse of problems to face
and solve.” The chief justice
said in the felicitation cere-

mnlr_‘tly.
e said we have to remember
that living under a parliamen-
form of government, polit-
ical activities and alliances
cannot be prevented but it is the
duty of the judges to keep them-
selves away from political tur-
moils and allegiances both in
and out of court to keep this au-
gust institution of ours as a
enuinelr last resort of all
inds of litigants. :

The Chief Justice said that
the independence of the judi-
ciary which is embodied in Ar-
ticle 94(4) and 116A of the con-
stitution will not be meaning
full at all, however, unless the
judici enjoys both financial
and administrative indepen-
dence and autunm:jy.

Attorney general Mahmudul
Islam said our ctation from
you as the chief Justice is high
and surely we shall expect that
you may find time to remove
slackness in the administra-
tion of justice and to enhance
the prestige of and the people's
confidence in the judiciary.

Barrister Shafique Ahmed
said you will take positive steps
to remove problems of adminis-
tration of justice particularly
justice delivery system and the
courts environment.

The 3.,5'X 127' terracotta
sculpture styled 'Swadhinatar
Raktashiri' is placed on all the
surrounding walls of the hall
room of the Press Club.

The historic carvings project
the entire history of the na-
tion's struggle towards inde-
pendence. Historic events from
Language Movement in 1952,

Mass Upsurge in 1969, 7th
March 1971, the Black Night of
25th March, War of Indepen-
dence and the surrender of the
Pakistani Army are erégraved
in the beautifuligr designed huge
sculpture.

After unveiling the plaque,
the Prime Minister went round
to see the sculptor.

Arsenic contamination | Freedom fighters

poses health hazard

COMILLA, June 1: Presence
of arsenic at an alarming pro-
portion has been detected in
tubewell waters in eight thanas
of the district, posing health
hazards to the people, reports
APB.

As a result, officials said, the
Department of Public Health
Engineering (DPHE) had been
hesitating to sink new tube-
wells here.

Arsenic contamination has
been detected in the waters of
tubewells in eight out of 12

thanas in the district. These are -

Laksam, Langolkot, Muradna-
ar. Debidawar, Homna, Daud-
di. Chandina and Barura.

Tubewell water of the re-
maining four thanas could not

be tested owing to lack of test
Kits, they said.

People of the affected areas
are falling victims to arsenic
poisoning, Unofficial sources
put the number of death at two.

Arsenic contents in some of
the areas have been detected at a
level of more than 0.10 mil-
ligram per litre compared to
the World Health Organisation
(WHO) safety limit of 0.05 mil-
ligram per litre.

The Executive Engineer of
LGED, Comilla, told APB that
those tubewells having less
than 150 feet depth tended to
have more arsenic content. The
"Tara” pumps were compara-
tively less affected by arsenic
contamination, he observed.

Titas Gas insiders observed
that the unscrupulous union
activists could not make any
“gain” from any of these
schemes and therefore, they
were persuading higher author-
ities to take action against the
officials.

The Energy Ministry formed
a three-member probe conmmnit-
tee led by a Joint Secretary of
Energy Ministry early this
year. The committee submitted
its report in April. The report
basically focused on the cost-
sharing issue.

The report observed that the
government, Petrobangla or the
Titas Board did not approve
cost-sharing policy though it
has been practised since 1993-
94. A handful of industries were
given facilities under this
scheme.

But in another part of the
self-contradictory report, it was
stated that in June 1996, the
company approved a policy on
cost-sharing scheme and that
became the basis of approval
from 1996-97.

The report noted that Titas
spent Tk 11.98 crore for this
scheme. In two instances, Titas
bore the whole construction
budget of Tk 4.19 crore for one
pipeline and Tk 0.49 crore for
another.

However, minutes of meeting
nos, 328 332, 338, 341, 343,
344 . 353, 365 and 366 of Titas
(Gas Board obtained by The
Daily Star show that the cost-
sharing schemes were approved
by the Titas Board which com-
prise high officials from the
Energy Ministry, Petrobangla,
PDB and Titas. One of these
meetings was chaired by the
then Energy Secretary Dr SA
Samad.

The report noted that the
real revenue from these con-
nections were not consistent
with the projections made by
Titas authorities. The report
broadly pointed out that there
were i’;uge outstanding bills
with the subscribers who were
given copnections under the
cost- sharing scheme.

However, billing documents
of Titas show that most of these
bills were updated.

“Outstanding bills is a com-
mon problem in all sectors.
This is a managerial problem of
different nature,” commented a
source.

It further said that Titas au-
thorities had given cost-shar-
ing facilities to some industries
on the plea that it would help

Titas earn a bigger revenue. But

The loosely knit probe re-
port finally concluded that all
decisions regarding cost- shar-
ing were given at the level of the
Titas Managing Director and
his immediate subordinates.

‘Sources said that the State
Minister for Energy then de-
cided to suspend the officials
and take departmental action.
He was however advised by
members of the Parliamentary
Sub-committee on Energy and
officials of the Energ&; Ministry
not to take such a drastic ac-
tion. The State Minister, how-
ever, remained firm on his own
decision.

Former Titas MD Muktadir
Ali has served legal notice on
the State Minister and the En-
ergy Secretary in this regard.

Sources further said that the
decision for suspension in such
a manner has not only crippled
Titas but also undermined the
morale of its officials. "The ul-
timate beneficiaries are the un-
scrupulous sections. This ex-
plains why state run organisa-
tions incur loss in the form of
system loss”, commented an of-
ficial.
