Dictators won't get any chance
to grab power: Manju

Dissident Jatiya Party
leader and Communications
Minister Anwar Hossain Manju
vesterday said autocrats and
dictators will no more get any
opportunity to grab power in
Bangladesh, reports UNB.

"In the next millennivm,
any attempt to grab power will
not see success. There is no
chance for autocrats and dicta-
tors. There is no chance for Er-
shad, Zia, Ayub and Marcos.
There are chances for Hasina.
Khaleda and others.” he said in
a parliament.

Manju regretted for his past
association with the "autocratic
Ershad government” and said
people would no more allow
anyone to come to power, who
does not believe in people's
power.

Criticising the Opposition
for opposing things for opposi-
tion's sake, !ﬁe said, "Isn't it con-
tradictory that you oppose tax
when you are in Opposition and
impose tax when you are in
power.”

Demanding action against
corruption, Manju said he is
deeply disturbed to see an
elected UP member being jailed
for misappropriating only 2
tons of wheat and those who de-
falcated thousands of crores of

Taka from government funds”

remaining untouched.

"If you can supply documents
of corruption of Benazir Bhutto,
why don't you give those of Er-
shad?” he said indirectly ask-
ing the Swiss Bank to provide
Ershad's evidences of corrup-
tion to the investigators.

Blasting the Anti-Corrup-
tion Bureau for its failure to in-
vestigate properly against the
money launders, he favoured
establishment of a new bureau
for investigating corruption
charges.

The Communications Min-
ister said an elected govern-
ment cannot be overthrown by
agitation programmes like har-
tal and hurling bombs on police
and people. As long as people
are with the government, it will
remain in power. None can oust
a government they elected.”

About the consensus gov-
ernment, he said, "Although 1
always call il an Awami League
governiment it is no secret that
BNP MPs are also members of
Hasina Cabinet.”

He called upon the govern-
ment to get rid of financing the
deficit ol the government owned
industries, electricity authority
and government owned service
seclors like Railway.

"The time is not far off when
the people would refuse to pay

tax for elevating the living

standard of government bu-
reaucrals and those working in
loss making government insti-
tutions,” he said.

Referring to "sickening de-
bate' on imposition of tax, he
said when Ershad came to
power in 1982, he started with a
revenue income of only Tk 2000
crore. Khaleda Zia started her
tenure wilth a revenue income

of Tk 10.000 crore and when she
left it stood at Tk 17.000 crore.

Manju said the present gov-
ernment in last three years in-
creased the figure to 19,000
and asked if the debate against
raising tax was fair when none
of the governments could stop
increase of revenue income,

‘Increasing revenue income
is a must as the government in
Bangladesh has to fund its bu-
reaucracy, loss making indus-
tries and service sectors.”

He said calling hartal
against imposing tax, question-
ing how much money govern-
ment could mobilise from
donors and flying abroad to
seek debt relif:fyis "a vicious cy-
cle we are following." Such
double standard in politics
should be stopped.
