seven-meet series when he won
his event despite losing a shoe

‘with 200 metres to go, reports

AFP. '

Aside from Kipketer the
most noteworthy performance
came from Noah Ngeny, the
second fastest man ever in the
world over 1,000 metres and the
mile, as he showed how much
he has come on rising from be-
ing a pacemaker to the world's
third fastest man ever in the
1,500 metres -- breaking the
Kenyan record but failing in his
bid for Hicham El-Guerrouj's
world record.

Kipketer was one of just four
athletes who kept their hopes
alive of sharing in the nullli]nn
dollar bonus for winning the
seven race Golden League series
as American long jumper Erick
Walder and Russian 800 metres
star Svetlana Masterkova, who
was carrying an ankle injury,
both lost to’end their interest.

The other three ‘are Marion
Jones, who easily rétairied Her
unbeaten streak in the 200 me-
tres going back to May 1995 and
looks a certainty to take a sec-
ond successive share in the
bonus, Romanian Gabriela Sz-
abo in the 3,000 metres, who set
the fastest time this year of
8min 25/29, and Kenyan 3000
metres steeplechaser Bernard
Barmasai.

Kipketer, almost back to the
shape he was in before struck
down by malaria and liver

roblems last vyear, never
ooked like being beaten despite
losing the shoe after taking it
up with 150 metres to go despite
South African Hezekiel Sepeng
leading the challenge in the fi-
nal straight.

‘I'm very happy to have won
particularly after losing the
shoe," he said.

"I just don't know how | came
to lose the shoe but it happened
as | wound up for the final

sprint," he added.

However, the 26-year-old,
who now trains on his own hav-
ing disposed of his coach, main-
tained that his priority re-
mained defending his world ti-
tle in Seville in August rather
than the share in the million
dollar bonus.

The 20-year-old Ngeny, who
is part of the England-based
Kim McDonald stable. took the
lead on the final bell but was
never in a realistic position to
break El-Guerrouj's mark of
3min 26sec. for which he was
one of the pacemakers in Rome
last year.

The omens were not good
when they were called for a
false start and although both
Facemakﬂrs were the same duo
rom the Rome meeting earlier
this month where El-Guerrouj
broke the mile record they
could not overcome the track's
slowness.

"I knew right from the be-
ginning 1 wouldn't break the
record. It's a pity the weather
wasn't better for my attempt,”
Ngeny said.

There was an encouraging
return to form after a seven

Noureddine Morceli, who fin-

Maurice Greene,'the 100 me-
tres world record holder, won
the 200 metres but lost his bet
with coach John Smith that he
would become the first sprinter
to break 20 seconds on this
track as he finished in 20.13.

Rafter will displace Ameri-
can Andre Agassi at the top of
the ATP rankings to become the
first Australian world No.l
since Newcombe in 1974.

Newcombe was 30 when he
was ranked No.l almost 25
years ago.

He spent eight weeks at the
top but said he believed 26-year-
old Rafter's tenure would be
much longer as he reached his
peak at the end of the year and
went on to be one ﬂ[ythe top
players for the next two years,

Newcombe said.

"He mightn't be No.l the
whole tirne but he'll be the dom-
inant player.”

However, Newcombe said
