All lights go olf and silence
descends on the halls as count-
less fix their eyes on the TV
screen to 'enjoy' the late-night
sensational programmes on the
Russian satellite channel.

The lights of the TV rooms
are put off to cover up senior-
junior inhibitions and then
general students, their invited
guests, canteen boys and even
student political leaders and
cadres sit to watch the sensuous
nocturnal show.

"Not only in the TV rooms of
the halls. TB6 euphoria grips
wherever it is accessible.” Abu
Hena Quamrul Hasan, a student
of Mass Communication and
Journalism. said. "It is very
en]]n}rable and the young men
will never say it is bad".

Himel, a third-year student
of Sociclogy Department and

resident of SM Hall, informed
once cadres and leaders used to
occupy the TV rooms for watch-
ing TB6 muscling ougthe com-
moners. But later the wall fell
under defiant demand of many
general students, which the stu-
dent likened to "revolution”.

Senior-junior divide center-
ing watching the channel also
surfaced. Later they all made a
truce on prying into the Don
Jiuan in action in the dark, said
Himel. one of the nightbirds.

Telecast of satellite chan-
nels was closed some weeks ago
for months on the campus as
cadres of the university de-
manded toll from the dish-an-
tenna businessmen, who found
the new business after Septem-
ber 29, 1992 when CNN (Cable
News: Network) was introduced
as first cable TV i Bangladesh.

Talking to this correspon-
dent many students urged him
not to write against the channel
fearing its closure by the gov-
ernment.

TB6 usually telecasls adult
series and movies that start
from 2 am and special show on
late Saturday nights.

Matrik, another third-year
student of Sociology, said TB6
was not only showing adult
movies but also educating about
condom, pills and also instruct-
ingf{ that having sex after physi-
cal exercise s injurious to
health.

"So it is educative, entertain-

in%. not boring and not even
vulgar like our Bangla or Hindi
movies,” says the Sociology*
student.

He opined: "There is no ob:
scenity or dirty things in nu-
dity, I think., which are avail-
able in our Bangla or Hindi
movies."”

What does a media expert
think about the matter? Prof Dr
Golam Rahman of Mass Com-
munication and Journalism
Department of DU says: “Be-
cause of free flow of informa-
tion, we cannot restrict the
channel although it could ham-
per the students’ study.”

He said it might cause ad-
verse effect on them although
everybody has the right to
watch whatever he wants. "But
the audience should decide what
is good and what is bad for thern
considering society's norms
and values.”

He opined that the govern-
ment should form a board for
control over the satellite chan-
nels, as such types of channels
are paid ones abroad. E

Enthusiasm in sexual mat-
ters is not new. It was in the
past, is at present and will be
there in the future: in all na-
tions, races and groups. It can
be said that TB6 is a new form
of that sensuous interests. Al
times sexual commodity like
picture books, videocasseltes

were costlier than today's TB6.

Many one thinks of embar-
rassed feelings of watching
alone films that are rated
higher than watching TB6 col-
lectively. S0 it can be also said
that watching TV6 together in
the hall is superficially a
change in society.
