Barmasai, the steeplechase
world record-holder, said after
winning at Zurich that he had
spoken to Koskei during the
race.

'l said, 'Leave it for me,' and
that's why he slowed down.”
Barmasai said at the time.

"The decision was taken on
the basis of the code of conduct "
IAAF spokesman Giorgio
Reineri said. "The rule states
that an athlete who puts athlet-
ics into disrepute can be sanc-
tioned in some way."

It is believed to be the first
time the JIAAF has punished an
a]thlete for speaking out like
that.
