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36 expelled
from DUJ

Dhaka Union of Journalists
(DUJ) yesterday expelled 36
members from its Ajker Kagoj
Unit for their activities against
the interest of the union, re-
ports BSS.

A decision to this effect was
unanimously taken at a meet-
ing of the DUJ Executive Com-
mittee held in the city yesterday
with its president Altaf Mah-
mud in the chair, a DUJ press
release said.

According to the press re-
lease, 74 journalists of Ajker
Kaﬁoj issued a defamatory and
audacious statement against
DUJ on August 11 this year. Of
them, 36 journalists were DUJ
members and the rest 38 were
non-members;

The DUJ authorities, how-
ever, served show-cause notice
on August 19 with 7 days time
upon its 36 members belonging
to Ajker Kagoj but they did not
reply ‘within the stipulated
time.

In view of their failure to re-
ply the show-cause notice, the
DUJ Executive Comrmittee as
per relevant constitutional
clause has resolved to expel
them from the Union. In the
same resolution, the committee
condemned other 38 journalists
and decided not to enroll them
as its members until they
sought unconditional apology.

Replying to a supplementary
the minister informed the
house that at present about 3.25
lakh Bangladeshi citizens are
working in Malaysia. Of them
only 1.5 lakh have legal docu-
ments.

He referred to his two visits
to Malaysia and the Prime Min-
ister's efforts to legalise all
Bangladeshi workers there.
