LONDON, Nov 18: England

in a desperately tight qualify-
ing play-off second leg match
on Wednesday, reports AFP.
England didn't have a single
shot on target all night in front
of nearly 76,000 fans and
squeezed into next year's finals
in the Netherlands and Belgium
thanks to Paul Scholes' two
oals which gave them a 2-0
rst leg win at Hampden Park
on Saturday.
Don Hutchison was
Scotland’s hero on the night

an icy Wembley, heading home
what proved to be the winner in
the 39th-minute.

Just as they had in the first
leg, Craig Brown's side domi-
nated most of the match and in
the end En%and needed a point
blank save by goalkeeper David
Seaman from Christian Dailly
in the final 10 minutes to ad-
vance 2-1 on aggregate.

Kevin H&gﬁn's team barel
had a worthwhile shot all night
