Dec 17: Australian
Test wicket record holder Den-
nis Lillee welcomed today
champion leg-spinner Shane
Warne as his successor, reports

AFP.
Lillee currently holds the

record with 355 wickets, but

Warne has closed to within six
and could break the record in
the Boxing Day Test against In-
dia in Melbourne.

Writing in his weekly col-
uwimmn for The West Australian

newspaper, the legendary fast

bowler said he would make a

special effort to congratulate
arne when the record falls.

"When Warne brjefl_!lrs ' mly
record he will become
cricketer | have ever written to,
to say 'well done,"™ Lillee said.

"l just think Warne is a ge-
nius and I will gladly hand over
the mantle because he fully de-
serves it.”

Lillee said Warne was one of
Lthe few bowlers who made the
hairs on the back of his neck

stand up.

"Few bowlers get me excited
hy what they do, but with Warmne
it's a case of pull up a chair and
sta}rﬁlued to the TV.

"He has that X-factor., or

whatever it is, and from the
moment he burst on the scene
I've always felt the same way
when he is bowling. Thus I
could not wish for a more wor-
thy person to relieve me of the
Australian record for Test
wickets.”

Lillee said he held special
admiration for the way Warne
had fought back after a career
threatening shoulder injury — a
similar scenario to his own
comeback from back problems.

e MILAN, Dec 17:
Franco Baresi was
voted AC Milan's:
player of the cen-
lury at a gala
o : evening here on
Wednesday, with champagne
glasses being raised at ght
to loast the club's 100th
birthday, reports AFP.

Some guests, comprising
Milan stars past and present,
celebrities and VIP fans packed
the city’s top nightspot "Alca-
traz”, lrom which Baresi man-
aged to escape with two trophies
under his.arm. -

A vote among 140,000 fans
named the Jegendary No. 6 as
the club’'s best overall player
ever and best defender of the
century.

Baresi's teammate during
the glory years of the late
1980s/early 1990s, Marco Van
Basten. was voted their best
ever striker while Italian idol
of the 1960s and 70s Gianni
Rivera was the best midfielder.

Fabio Cudicini took the
goalkeeping award. Cudieini is
still known as "The Black Spi-
der”. a nickname he picked up
performance
against Manchester United in
the 1969 European Cup semi-fi-
nals.

Though beaten by a goal
from Bobby Charlton, the 1-0
defeat {o the holders at Old
Trafford still saw Milan to a
victorious final. It was their
second Eurgpean Cup after
winning in 18963 at Wembley -
the [irst ever by an Italian club
and the first of five for Milan.

The architect of that piece of
history, Nereo Rocco, was voted
Milan's best coach, ahead of
Arrigo Sacchi and Fabio
Capello, while the remaining
vote -- for Milan's best ever
malch -- went to their 4-0 Euro-

ean Cup final victory over
arcelona in 1994,

Baresi, whose trophy haul
includes six Italian league ti-
tles. three European Cups and
two Intercontinental Cup, said:
"l think they voted for me be-
cause they've watched me make
my way {o the top before their

The leading light was Her-
bert Kilpin, a textile industry
technician from Nottingham,
who had arrived in Italy in
1891 and had played for Inter-
nazionale Torino (now Torino).

After losing his second con-
seculive championship final to
the mighty Genoa in 1899, he
warned the victors' captain:
"This is going to be your last
easy victory. . v

Kilpin, who was hoth coach
and captain of the team under
president Alfred Edwards.
chose the team's colours accord-
ingly -- red for the devil and
black for the fear they would
induce in their opponents.

Champions «loday, Milan
won the first of their 16 league
titles in 1901 and in 1906 pio-
neered the use here of a new-
fangled device called a net.
Sadly for some. Milan also
played their last cricket match
that yvear.

However, the club grew and
survived an internal
seven years later when rebel
meinbers broke away to form
Internazionale FC (inter Mi-
lan).

The modern history of the
club is a heady mixture of
mainly historic triumphs, but
also of moments of shame and
humiliation.

The 1950s witnessed an un-

stoppable Swedish trio Gunnar
Gren, Gunnar Nordahl and Nils
Liedholm -- known collectively
as 'Gre-No-Li' -- winners in 1951
of Milan's first league title for
44 years.

Nordahl, with the possibly
unbeatable record of 210 goals
in 257 matches, is still the
club's all-time top scorer.

The second wave saw the
emergence of Rivera and the
Maldini dynasty, which began
with father Cesare captainin
that side at Wembley in 196
and continues today with his
son and skipper Paolo.

The 1970s brought a single
league trophy, though three
Italian Cups, while the 1980s
started with Milan being caught
up in the "Totonero! illicit bet-
ling scandal and relegated by
Italy's soccer authorities.

They returned in 1981-82 but
a bad season saw them relegated
on the final day. _

However, Milan changed
dramatically when media
mogul Silvio Berlusconi heli-
coplered in to save them in
1886, hiring Sacchi and a Dutch
trio to match the Gre-no-li --
Van Basten, Ruud Gullit and
Frank Rijkaard.

The team swept all before
them, becoming world champi-
cns (wo years running
(1990/91) and the triumphs
continued when Capello took
over, despite the handicap of
Van Basten's career being cut
short. by injury.

LONDON, Dec 17: Manch-
ester United and England star
David Beckham on Thursday
won back his driving licence,
even though a judge upheld a
speeding conviction against

Judge Barry Woodward, sit-
ling at Manchester's Minshull
Street Crown Court, said that he
would not endorse Beckham's
licence, which already has 10
points on it, because of the "spe-
tial circumstances” which had
caused him to break the limit.

The footballer was convicted
by Stockport magistrates last
week of speeding and given an
eight-month ban.

Judge Woodward said that he
and the two magistrates who
had listened to the day-long ap-
peal found that Beckham was
guilty of speeding, but there
were "special reasons”.

An 800 pound fine was up-
held and Beckham was ordered
to pay 1,200 pounds costs in
addition Lo 190 pounds costs in-
curred at the magistrates court.
