GLASGOW, Dec 22: Scottish
Premiership giants Celtic re-
ceived a boost on Wednesday
when their 4.8 million pounds
(7.7 million dollars) Brazilian
signing Rafael Felipe Scheidt
was granted a work permit for
the next three years, reports
AR

The Department of Em-
ployment confirmed that the
23-year-old international de-
fender would be allowed to
move to the Glasgow club from
Gremio Porto Alegre.

Rafael, as the player is to be
known, will link up with the
club after the winter break,
which starts following the bit-
ter Glasgow Derby between
Celtic and their arch-rivals
Rangers, who currently lead the
championship by a foint from
Celtic, on December 27.

The independent panel,
which met in Glasgow on Tues-
day. had been expected to fi-
nalise their verdict on Thurs-
day once it had been approved
by a Labour Government Junior
Education minister.

But now a positive verdict
has been delivered meaning
Rafael, who has agreed a four-
and-a-half-yvear contract, will

be able to be paraded as a Celtic

player in the New Year.
Rafael's case for a work
ermit was undermined by his
ailure to have played 75 per-
cent of his country's interna-
tionals during the past two
years.

However Celtic made a firm
case for the player's credentials
stressing he has now estab-
lished himself in the Brazilian
full squad and got expert refer-
ees to vouch for his quality.

A Department for Education
and Employment spokesman
said: "Celtic's application has
been issued today for the length
of three years with immediate
elfect.”

Scheidt, made his debut for
Porto Alegre-based Gremio in
1994 and spent one season in
Japan before returning to
Brazil where he was called up
for the national team squad.

ted recovery for Bremen who
controlled the first half but fal-
tered after the break.

Both sides delivered a classic
Cup game with the usual cau-
tious tactics of Bundesliga foot-
ball thrown overboard in
favour of full blown attack.

Bochum held off Bremen's
first half challenge and then
revived themselves up after the

{ switch of ends so that Achim

Weber marked the first goal of
the evening on 63 minutes,

“That goal put us out of kil-
ter,” Bremen coach Schaaf said,
"Overall though we played very,
very well. The real winners
however were the fans because
it was fun to watch the great
passion with which both sides
went to work.

PARIS, Dec 22
(AFP): For all the
talk, in the wom-
en's game in par-
ticular, of hard-
' hitting young
guns about to inherit the tennis
earth, the two names on every-
one's lips in 1999 were two of
the oldest racket-swingers in
town: Andre Agassi and Steffi
Graf.

There were tears from both
as Agassi roared back toc com-
plete a remarkable period hav-
ing finished 1997 ranked 122 in
the world to end the Millen-
nium at the top of the tree.

Graf, too, had a rollercoaster
time as she forced herself back
into the fray despite months of
injury troubles and took the
French Open before bowing out
of top competition after going
down in the Wimbledon final.

What made the pair's
achievements all the more pi-
quant — and gave the media
many a field day — was the fact
that the duo became a tandem
on a personal level.

Happiness in their private
lives appeared to galvanise both
and Agassi in particular was on
lire in Grand Slam terms with
wins at Roland Garros and the
US Open.

The Garros win — he would
also go on to pick up the Paris
Open — sent the shaven-headed
star into the history books as
he became the first man to win
all the Slams on different sur-
faces.

Ending the year as world
number one allowed him to
achieve one of his few remain-
ing sporting ambitions and
cock a snook at rival and fellow
Aimerican Pete Sampras, who at
least had the satisfaction of
handing him a sound beating at
London SW19,

[t was all the culmination of
a career which began when,
aged just four, Agassi hit with
such tennis greats as Bjorn
Borg, Ilie Nastase and Harold
Soloman before going on to be-
come a teenage prodigy of Nick
Bollettieri.

The 29-year-old had won his
[irst Grand Slam title at Wim-
bledon in 1992, and took the
Australian Open and the US
Open twice before he finally tri-
umphed on the slow red clay of
Roland Garros. He then duly
won again back in the States,
beating another US star in the
shape of Todd Martin 6-4, 6-7
(5/7), 6-7 (2/7), 6-3, 6-2.

Yet it was at Roland Garros
where his career reached its
apotheosis with an enthralling
five-set win over another come-
back kid — unseeded Ukrainian
Andrei Medvedev,

Agassi found himself two
sets behind before the realisa-
tion dawned that he was lettin
himself down on the threshol
of his greatest feat.

He roared back to win 1-6, 2-
6. 6-4. 6-3, 6-4 and become only
the fifth man in history to
complete his Grand Slam set af-
ter Donald Budge, Fred Perry,
Roy Emerson and Rod Laver.

"It almost feels like it had
nothing to do with me — like it
was sheer destiny,” said Agassi,
who had only twice previously

won a flve-setter after losing-

the first two sets,
"I know this will change my

life for ever. This was the great-
est thing I could ever do.”

Graf, of course, had done it
all before but given her blos-
soming romance she was all the
more delighted to win her own
Roland Garros showdown
against Swiss teen Martina
Hingis, who in frustration at
her loss and with the crowd
solidly against her promptly
threw a tantrum after the final.

The 30-year-old German was

resented with the medal of the

lympic Order after retiring by
International Olympic Com-
mittee (IOC) president Juan
Antonio Samaranch for her
contribution to sport.

"It was not easy to take this
decision {to quit] but the com-
petition had become too diffi-
cult for me," said Graf. who was
joined in retirement by compa-
triot and triple Wimbledon
champ Boris Becker.

While Agassi and Graf dom-
inated the headlines for much
of the year, they were by no
means alone when it came to
the serious business of stacking
up the silverware.

And although he had to con-
cede the year-end honours to
Agassi, Sampras still managed
to retain the Indian sign over
the Las Vegan as he won their
crunch duels not only in Wim-
bledon at an Independence Day
shootout but also in the year-
ending ATP Tour World Cham-
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STEFFI GRAF

Sampras' - Wimbledon tri-
umph handed him his 12th
Grand Slam title — tying the
record held by Australian
Emerson.

Sampras, undisputed grass-
court king with six Wimbledon
titles, later didn't just beat
Agassi at Hanover he
thrashed him 6-1, 7-5. 6-4 to
win the 3.6-million-dollar
event for the fifth time in a
decade, tying Ivan Lendl's
record.

He had already eclipsed the
latter's record for total weeks at
number 1 in reaching his 271st
week at the top after Wimble-
don. _

Sampras’ achievemnents are
all the more remarkable given
that he missed a big chunk of
the season, including the US
Open, after suffering a herni-
ated disc injury.

Whether a new ranking sys-
tem for next year — to be known
as the ATP Champions Race
2000 — will cut down the inci-
dence of injury is questionable,

In the past the rankings were
calculated over a rolling 52-
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week period and based on a
player's best 14 events.

In future the race for the top
will cover the calendar year and
pl:ﬂ(ers, who will start the year
with zero points, will accumu-
late points from 18 events.

Injury-blighted years have
increasingly become the fate of
tclgp players with Sampras one
of the worst-afflicted while
Australian Pat Rafter, who
missed the chance to claim a US

n hattrick, is already doubt-
ful for next month's Australian
Open as he recovers from
shoulder surgery.

Sampras could afford a
smile looking back on his year
after Hanover.

"After the UJS Open, | ac-
cepted the fact that I was not go-
ing to be world No. 1,” the 28-
year-old said. "I've done that in
my career and done it longer
than anyone. But my goal at
Hanover was to see how | was
physically.”

By year's end he was right
back to his best.

Serena, who won the doubles
crown alongside Venus, even
toyed with the idea of facing a
few men — but the men's profes-
sional tour refused to allow her
entry to one of their tourna-
ments in Stuttgart.

She opened a hornets' nest
when she said: "Women's tennis
is boring. I can beat the men."

Hingis meanwhile had to
make do with 'just’' the Aus-
tralian Open title, even though
she comiortably held off Dav-
enport's challenge at the head of
the rankings.

"The four of us who played
the (US Open) semis, we're defi-
nitely the best out there right
now, We are the ones you have
to beat," said Hingis, adding:
"Right now I'm still on top. Let's
hope | can stay there.”

Hingis' top ranking couldn't
revent her suffering the worst
umiliation of her career, a 6-0,

6-2 first-round thrashing at
Wimbledon by Australian 16-
year-old Jelena Dokic.

Dokic made it all the way
from the qualifiers to the Wim-
bledon quarterfinals, only to
fall to another qualifier —
American Alexandra Steven-
son, who thus emulated no less
a person than John McEnroe in
