According o a survey con-
ducted by the Institute of Demo-
cratic Rights (IDR), a legal aid
human rights organisation, 43
women and minor girls were
raped during the period.

It showed that 12 of the vic-
tims were gangraped while six
were Killed alter rape

Seven woimen were victims
ol dowry demands and six oth-
ers ol acid throwing. In the
dowry-related cases, six house-
wives were tortured to death
and one committed suicide.

The survey revealed that 38
people were kidnapped while
two died in jail custody and one
in police custody during the pe-
riod
