CHAPAI NAWABGANJ, Mar
6: Though drug selzures are up,
drug lords have turned the
frontier district into a hub of
narcotic crimes, reports UNB.

Locals said hensidyl,
heroin, pathedrine, hemp, rec-
tified spirit, local and foreign
made liquors, opium, morphine
and sedative tablets have never
been so widely avallable here.

Sources at local Narcotics
Control Department sald most
of these drugs are brought into
the country through various
routes in Sadar and Shibganj
thanas.

They said the drug lords are
now more organised than ever

before as they are enjoying the

blessings of a section of dishon-
est law enforcement officlals
and political leaders.

Another source sald the
trend of making low-quality
liquor has increased in differ-
ent arcas of Sadar, Shibganj,
Gomostapur and Nachol
thanas. "And it's being sold
openly.”

There is also a phensidyl
factory at Ranihati in Sadar
thana.

A drug syndicate member,
who spoke on condition of
anonymity, said once they had
to bribe police in different
points, especially ferry ghats
and bus terminals, "but with the
inauguration of Bangabandhu

Bridge we can safely send drugs
to our destinations without giy-
ing them bribe.”

There are three authorised
alcohol 'vatis' (counters) and
four tart vatis' here from where
255 authorised consumers take
wines.

Under the existing provi-
sion, each consumer can take
nine liters of wine, a rule
hardly practiced.

Like other parts of the coun-
try, homeo shops here too have
been the subject of red flags as
mmxg of them openly sell vari-
ous brands of liquors and recti-
fled spirits.

Still worst, majorities of the
drug addicts are teenagers, par-

ticularly In rural areas where
school students take opium,
morphine sedative tablets and
rectified.

Narcotics Control Depart-
ment here selzed drugs worth of
Tk 50,000 and filed 34 depart-
mental cases against 49 people
last year, while police arrested
30 people, seized drug worth
about Tk 40,000 and %Ilcd 38
cases during the period.

"Had there been proper co-
ordination between the admin-
Istration and the Narcotics De-
Fartment. the drug lords could
1ave been dealt with In stronger
hand." sald a senior official of
the department wishing
anonymity.

KHULNA, Mar 6: The Re-
gional Centre for Cure of Druyg
Addicts providing treatment to
the addivts has cured 1200 pa-
tients dunnyg the last five vears,
reports UNDB

Of the cured. 735 addicts
tnak ouirdear treatment and
465 were admiticid Lo the centre.
officials said.

S0
per cent of the patients are
heroin addict. 20 per cent
phensidvie addict, 10 per cent
hemp. & per cent aleohal, S per
cent nicotine and 10 per cent
othier addicts.

Live per cent servicemen
and live per cent others.

Superintendent of the centre
lold l[lt‘ news agency that the
number ol actual druy addicts is
several times higher. A minor
percentage of them come to the
centre for treatme.t.

Oniy five beuds o the cenire
is quite inadequate for treat-
ment ol addicts in the divi
sional town. he added.

Anonther report rom Kushiia
says : Sharp rise in dug addicts
in the district town and its ad-
joining areas created concern
among the peace [oving people.

Local people complained
that the addicted youths take
the drug at secluded points of

tortion ol toll. mugging and

robbery.

The youths in the rural areas
are learnt to have addicted to
drugs like opiuw, wmorplhine,
sedative tablets and alcoholic
Spirit.

Another report from Shari-
atpur adds : Although the num-
ber of drug addicts in Shariat-
pur, Madaripur, Gopalganj, Ra-
jhan and Faridpur districts is
on the rise, nothing enough is
befogd done to crackdowrr an
druy trathickers.

According to a recent survey
conducted by Shariatpur De-
velnpment. Organisatinn (DOS)
a local NGO, there are over one
lakh drug addicts of 15-24 age
