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Country's birth rate lowest
in SAARC region: Tofail

Bangladesh Perinatal Society formed

Obstetricians and paedlatri-
clans of the country have
jointly formed Bangladesh
Perinatal Society (BPS) aflter
three years' efforts ol some spe-
clalists in this field to take care
of both mothers and their ba-
bies during the early neonatal
period, reports BSS,

The formal launching of the
BPS was held yesterday at a na-
tional conference and scientific
session attended by some 250
obstetric and paediatric spe-
cialists [rom home and abroad

Industries Minister Tofail
Ahmed Inaugurated the first
two-day national conference
and scientific session at Shera-
ton Hotel.

Presided over by BPS Presi-
dent Prof TA Chowdhury, the
function was addressed by Prof
Sayed Ershad Ali, National
Professor MR Khan, Prof MN Is-
lam, Prof AB Bhuilyan, Chief of
Health and Nutrition Section of
UNICEF, Bangladesh Kayode
Oyegbite, Dr Mohammad
Shahidullah and Dr Aftab
Yusuf Raj.

The speakers explained the
utility of joint care of obstetri-
clans and paediatricians to re-
duce mortality rate and main-
tain healthy condition of both
mothers and babiles 15 days be-
fore and after the delivery.

The minister saild the pre-
sent birth rate in Bangladesh is
1.6 per cent, the lowest in the
SAARC region. But, he said, our
maternal and natal mortality
rate Is higher which retard our
birth control efforts.

He said the mothers, espe-
clally living in villages, have
lack of knowledge in taking
care at wombs anlc:i natal stage.
They are also deprived of the
service of specialist physicians
due to non-availability of doc-
tors and insufficient healthcare
[acilities In rural areas.

He said the government of
Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina
is very concerned at the high
mortality rate, So, he said, the
government has taken up a pi-
lot project to improve the situa-
tion by providing emergency
obstetric care, anti-tetanus and
nursing of neo-natal babies. He
urged the specialists to extend
their support to the rural
worlen.

Appreciating the formation
of the BPS, the minister said
this is a good beginning to re-
duce both birth and mortality
rate. He sajd the BPS should
take programmes to give train-

ing to able mothers and their
families for Iesﬁcnlnt; compli-
cacies during prenatal perlod.
He sald the success of the
BPS will depend on how best the
socfety can help the distressed
women living In rural areas, He
said the present government
has declared the Health Policy,
Education Policy, Industrial
Pollcy and other related poli-
cles to make Bangladesh a
happy and prosperous country.
He said, "Now we need united
efforts in every sector to realise
the prospect of the country to
prosper, Bangladesh is now be-

ing considered a prospective |

country in the region. So, we all
should do our best to achieve
our goal as early as possible.”
