Bankers meet told

State should bear
all polls expenses

By Staff Correspondent

Former advisor of the care-
taker government Professor
Wahiduddin Mahmud vesterday
suggested that the state bear the
election expenditure expenses
of the political parties to break
the unholy alliance between
black money and politics.

He said this was the ideal so-
lution to bring transparency on
the funding of political parties
and at the same time bring dis-
cipline in the financial sector
and reduce political influence
in the sector,

Mahmud, a professor of
Economics in Dhaka Unliver-
sity, said that If this could not
be done, then everybody should
think about Increasing the offi-
cial spending limit and that
should properly be enforced by
the Electiont Commission.

He was speaking at a semi-
nar on the banklng sector or-
ganised by Bankers' Forum held
at the National Press Club. The
seminar was also addressed by
Professor Abu Ahmed of Dhaka
University, President of Asso-
ciation of Banks Zafar Ahmed
Ch&wdhu? and President of
Bankers' Forum M A Khaleque
and (ts Secretary Arman Ul
Huqg and Mahfuz Anam, Editor
of The Dalily Star.

Wahiduddin Mahmud urged
the political parties not to use
their political Influence on the
banking sector to patronise
thelr favoured businessmen in
return for donations.

“If the political parties can

not run without black money,
at least they should refrain
from using their influence in
the financial Institutions to ft."t
loans for business houses and et
donations from them. Any sort
of distortion In financial sector
not only harms it but also
harms development,” he said.

Wahiduddin Mahmud, who
was the chief of Bank Reform
Committee, mentioning that
the trade unlon activists of
banks are a "very small portion
of the voters", asked the ratlo-
nal behind patronising the
trade unions Iin banks, "l have
told many Influential leaders of
political parties that {f they can
take action against trade union
activities, then they can win
more votes."

Identifying political influ-
ence as one of the major prob-
lems In the banking sector, Edi-
tor of The Daily Star Mahfuz
Anam said there is a relation-
ship between non-transparent
politics and Indiscipline in fi-
nancial sector.

He also sald that there are
three types of defaulters in the
country, the first type being de-
frauders, who take bank loan
by violating laws and never in-
tend to repay. The other two
types are willful defaulters and
circamstantial defaulters, he
sald adding that government
should take different ap-
proaches to deal with the differ-
ent types of defaulters,

Dhaka City Corporation and
PWD officlals demolished a
two-story building at the west
end of Road-32 yesterday. Ac-
cording to officlals, Khalilur
Rahman, former chief engineer
of the PWD, occupied {llegally
eight kathas of land In addition
to the 12 kathas allocated to
him. Rahman build the two-
story structure on the land and
rented it out for years.

The DCC's machines also
knocked down a boundary wall
and part of House-9 on the same
road.

The DCC magistrate accom-
panying the demolition team
sald two squatters received
court injunctions preventing
the demolition of structures on
their premises. The magistrate
said Setara Chowdhury, wife of
Justice Abdur Rahman of
House-661 /a, Road-32, illegally
occupied 2.8 kathas of public
land where she built a six-story
apartiment complex.

The other squatter who re-
ceived an Injunction illegally
occupied 4.6 kathas of public
land at House-330/c¢, Road-28.

Although the demolition
drive officially ended yester-
day, sources said it managed to
recover less than half of the
public land occupied by squat-
ters. Moreover, authorities had
no plans to recover the 2.5
bighas of land on the north-
eastern corner of Abahani
playground occupied by PWD
and WASA employees.

Karachi have apparently col-
lected seven billion rupees or
the equivalent of 130 million
dollars on the outcome of the
trial, said several stock bro-
kers, none of whom wanted to
be named.

People have bet on every-
thing from whether the sen-
tence will be death, to how
many years he will spend in
prison, if the sentence is a
prison term, to whether the
judge will in fact announce his
verdict tomorrow. The betting
has been low on his acquittal,
they say.

“It's all done informally be-
cause officially betting is
banned,"” said one stock broker
who explained that "speculators
are very careful this time be-
cause several people were ar-
rested last year for betting on
cricket matches."

Abid Hussain, a trader in
Multan, in eastern Punjab
province, said he placed a
10,000 rupees (1,850 dollar) bet
on Sharif's conviction. He said
he collects regardless of the sen-
tence.

The investment community
is divided over the impact of
tomorrow's verdict. Some fear
instability either way.

Others say investors are set-
ting tight.

"They will take a position
once the verdict is announced,”
sald Shakil Anwar, a dealer at
Prudential Securities, a bro-
kerage house In Karachi.

The
low level of representation of
women in all public Institu-
tions, including the law en-
forcement agencies, aggravates
the current situation. This re-
quires the swift and proactive
attention of the government,
Development partners relterate
