The Spring Poetry Festival
which has virtually become an
annual rendezvous for poets or-
ganised by the poetry magazine
Kabikantha provides the poets
the right platform to share
their ideas and enthusiasm cen-
tering poetry. There was no ex-
ception to this at the 9th Spring
Festival Of Poetry 2000 held on
Sunday, April 9 at hotel Pur-
bani

Heavily decorated with
marigold flowers, the dals at
the centre was glowing in yel-
low, the predominant colour of
this season of youth, beauty and
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flowering gardens.

Each year the carnival spirit

of the festival centres around
the guests poets from the South-
Asians countries. This year the
pre-eminent poet of contempo-
rary Urdu poetry Nida Fazll and
the central figure of modern
Kannada poetry H.S. Shiva
Prakash were the cynosure of
the poets and poetry lovers.

Poet Fazal Shahabuddin,
front-ranking poet of contem-
porary Bengall poetry and
founder editor of the Kabikan-
tha, who conceived the idea of a
poets congregation back in the
80s has turned the festival with
his magical charisma into an
annual ritual where the poets
get to know each other and lis-
ten to their compositions in the
spirit ol understanding and
bonhomie

In his welcome speech, Fazal
narrated the story of Kabikan-
tha's coming into being and
how he disposed of the gold ring
his mother gave him for 43
takas to publish a 48-page slim
Kablkantha back In 1956. The
first issue of Kabikantha was
significant for another reason
it , it featured ,he sald, two un-
published poems from now cel-
ebrated Dhushar Pandulipi by
Jibananada Das. ° Poetry has
an inner language just below
the diversity at the surface,
This inner language speaks the
language of love and under-
standing,’ sald Fazal iIn his
usual aura.

Then he introduced the guest
poets and emphasized the ex-
change of ideas between the po-
ets and writers of the South-
Asian countries

The first poet to recite his
compositions was Nida Fazli.
Born In Gwalior, Nida did his
MA in Urdu from Vikram Uni-
versity . He writes in both Urdu
and Hindi. He Is also a noted
critic and a fiction writer. He
has won several awards for his
contribution to poetry includ-
ing prestigious Sahity Academy
award for literature.

Fazll recited three poems Iin
the finest tradition of musa-
yara. The theme of poem Death
of Father by Fazli was much
appreciated for its unusual ap-
proach where the poet says he
does not believe that his father
dies. He says a father does not
die rather it is the son who dies
with the death of a father. So, |
can't take part at your funeral.
In Fazli's inspirational per-
formance the poem transported
the audience to a transcenden-
tal world.

Shiva Prakas, the living leg-
end of Kannada poetry, was
next to mesmerized the poetry
lovers. His presence at the festi-
val was an historic event for
Bangladeshi poetry for he was
the first ever poet to read his
compositions before the city's

He recited his po-
ems in original Kannada and
then read them in Englislh
translation. The resonance of
the Kannada language bemused
the audience. Shiva also sang a
