Development of Human Rights
in Bangladesh (IDHRB) and
linngl;ulfvsh Crime Reporters
Assoctation organised the sem-
inar in abservance of the tenth
Linited Nations Congress on the
Prevention of Crime and
Treatment of the Offenders held
in Vienna from April 10 to 17,

The minister said the terror-
ists received patronage from the
ruling parties during the last 21
vears. A vested quarter had used
the criminals in their interest
during the period, he added.

He said the eriminals in our
country are not afraid of law as
they know that they can escape
punishment by any means.

He said the criminals are the
enemy of society, law and hu-
man rights and they should not
be spared.

Our prime minister has de-
clared that the criminals have
no political identity and they
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must be dealt with fron hand,”
the minister said.

Khasru sald crime has been
institutionalised in soclety due
(o lack of commitment and ir-
responsibility of the politi-
cians. The pgod fathers are
comumitting heinous crimes in
their respective areas by giving
political shelter to the crimi-
nals, he said.

The minister said police
alone is not responsible for
containing crimes. All con-
scious people Including politi-
clans, Journalists and lawyers
will have to play a role in this
regard, he added,

He laid emphasis on maxi-
mum involvement of the civil
society In containing crimes
He urged the journalists to pub-
lish the photographs of the
criminals instead of the vic-
tims.
