Rangladesh Shishu Acade-
my first organised the Blennale
International Children’'s Art
Competition in 1998 par-

ticipated by 12 countries. This
year as many as four thousand
paintings from 16 countries
have been recelved. The coun-
tries are, Bhutan, China, Egypt,
Hungary, India, Indonesia,
Japan, Jordan, Myanmar,
Nepal, Oman, Pakistan, Russia,
Sri Lanka, Turkey and the host
Bangladesh.

The competition was divided
into 6 groups, a) bellow 5 years,
b) bellow 6 to 7 years, c¢) between
8 to 9 years, d) between 10to 11
years ¢) between 12 to 13 years
and f) between 14 to 16 years. In
addition to a Grand Prix, the
awards include one Gold medal,
three Silver medals, and six

Her painting
deplcts a happy family's day
oul. Her use of colour s bemus-
ing. She has used brown, black,
green and yellow, all dark
colours but used In such a way
that did not mar the happy at-
mosphere she wanted to create.

In group-A, Fahim Hossain
Mim (4) of Bangladesh was
awarded the gold medal for his
painting on the marine life. The
intricate painting featured
varfous underwater creatures
like fishes, sea horse, turtle and
many more. All the creatures
can be distinguished in his
painting and he used colour ex-
tensively but very precisely.

Reshad Monsur Mehran (7)
of Bangladesh got the pgold
medal in group-B, he painted
picture of a jungle, his vivid
imagination brought into focus
animals like zebra, giraffe,
lion, tiger, dear, rabbits even
birds in the lush setting of a
green forest,

The most interesting feature
of the children's paintings is
that their pictures somehow re-
flect the surroundings, the
country they are from. For ex-
ample, the Bangladeshi chil-
dren drew pictures of our libera-
tion war, rickshaw, traffic
jams. The children from
Myanmar painted picture of
their traditional puppet dance,
festival, cultivation, the Chi-
nese chiidren drew picture of
their festivals, the Russian
children portrayed the picture
of snow-covered Russia. Not
only the dresses and surround-
ings but also the physical and
facial features reflect the cul-
ture they are from.

Fang Penpen (15) of Chinga
painted a pleture of a Chinese
alley where In a corner some
young boys are seen playing
checker, an elderly man is sit-
ting in a chair taking rest, a
mother is playing with her girl,
the writings cover the walls of
the buildings, the electrie lines

are seen at a distance.

Krishna Ram Koju (14) of
Nepal painted a breathtaking
picture of the Everest; the blue
sky is reflected on the white
snow of the mountain, which
gives it a bluish shade.

Sourav Mukherjee (14) of
India painted a picture of a
burning bus. Thus each child
