in WASA water supply in Ctg
Researchers warn of spreading
waterborne diseases

CHITTAGONG, Apr 21: A
high level of Coliforin has been
detected in the city's water sup-
plied by WASA making the city
dwellers vulnerable to varions
waterborne diseases, reports
UNB.

A recent survey conducted by
Environment Department re-
vealed that 78 per cent of the
city’s water supplied by WASA
contains Coliform 300 tfmes
higher than {ts tolerant level.

Collform is a group of bacte-
ria that Include Salmonella,
Arizona, Proleus and Shiglla.

According to physicians, wa-
terborne diseases like jaundice,
lyphoid, dysentery and diar-
rhoea may break out in the city
in an epldemic¢ form unless ef-

fective measures are taken to

ensure safe water supply in the
port city. It may also cause uri-
nary track infections and in-
testinal ljmhlcms,

The Environment Depart-
ment collected water samples
from Circuit House, Chittagong
Club, CMP Bhaban and from
some hotels and restaurants of
the city and tested those in {is
own laboratory,

It collected 65 samples of wa-
ter in three phases in the last
two months and detected bacte-
ra in 51 samples. It has
brought the matter to the notice
of the concerned authorities
through official letters for nec-
essary steps to be taken,
