Dhaka City Corporation
(DCC) has taken special initia-
tive to improve the living con-
dition of some 30,000 families
dwelling in 150 slums in differ-
ent parts of the capital city,
DCC sources said yesterday, re-
ports BSS.

DCC has already spent Tk
15.78 crore to upgrade the living
condition of the slum dwellers
along with ensuring the protec-
tion of the environment in
slum areas.

The Slum Development De-
partment, which was attached
to the DCC in 1991, undertook
development activities In only
18 slum areas till 1994 as eye-
wash under the financial sup-
port of UNICEF.

From 1994, DCC in coopera-
tion with Asian Development
Bank has taken various devel-
opment works in 150 slum ar-
eas silde by side with UNICEF
initiatives. City Mayor Mo-
hammad Hanif has been di-
rectly coordinating the imple-
mentation of the slum devel-
opment programimes.

For ensuring environment-
friendly atmosphere in the city
67-kilometre fnotpath has al-
ready been constructed at a cost
of Tk 8.82 crore. Besides 2,320
latrines have been constructed
at a cost of Tk 3.72 crore and TK
2.80 crore was spent for 835
tubewells and their reservoirs.
Taka 24 lakh was spent to set up
265 street light posts, Tk 7 lakh
for building four satellite
schools and Tk 15 lakh for 148
dustbins.

Of the Tk 15.78 crore, DCC
provided Tk.6.12 crore from ils
own fund and Tk 8.94 crore was
funded by Asian Development
Bank while UNICEF provided
Tk 72 lakh.
