Ahmed Raliq said, “lt's been
almost 30 years since Bangla-
desh gained it's freedom but no
significant effort has been
1aken to promote Bangladeshi
books in the international
markets and I do not believe the
demand does not exist. In this
age of globalisation, everything
depends on promotion and we
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can get results only if we make
ourselves known to the world.
Although In a small way, never-
theless Biswajit surely de-
mands pralse as one who has

taken Initiative and succeeded.”

Dr Jyotirmoy Datta recalled
the hard wdtk that went Into
the project as he witnessed it
all. He recalled how Biswajit set
up stalls amidst the Durga Puja
celebration and visited Pujas,
conventions. Bengalli New Year
celebrations, theatre and cin-
ema festival, concerts and vir-
tually every community event
with his wares of books.

But the most Interesting at-
tempts by Biswajit {s perhaps
organising the annual book fair
1o commemorate the 21st
February which he started on
1992 in front of the United Na-
tions building. The fair will be
celebrated with more fervour in
the coming times as the UN-
ESCO has declared the 21]st
February, International
Mother Language Day.

Golam Mainuddin said, * My
interest in the book market has
lead me to Biswajit. 1 saw him
doing business from his house
and couldn’t help asking him
how he did it. He showed me his
lists of Bangladeshis living in
USA, compiled in his computer.
He distributes the information
of new publications through the

computer and sends the book hy
post according to orders. Not
only this he has managed to
provide various Libraries of
USA with Bangladeshi books.
We must acknowledge that he
has done a great job and we
must help him in every way to
preserve this international
market that he has created for
the Bangladeshi books.
Jaharlal Shaha of the Muk-
tadhara publications and Os-
man Gani of Aagami Prakas-
hani, assured their every coope-
ration to Biswaijit in future.
Biswajit not only sells books
but also CDs, videos of Bangla-
deshi programmes, dramas and
many such things. To him if a

videocassette and buys a hook
or becomes interested in a book
that is enough reward for his ef-
lorts.

Muktadhara has also
brought out some CDs of various
artists living in USA along with
some popular Bangladeshi
artists such as Shabnam Mus-
tari, Fakir Alamgir and many
others. Humayun Ahmed's
‘Adhekha Bhuban® has been
made into a VCD. Kumar
Biswajit's album, ‘Twenty
Years of Me', has been released
as DVD. The programme of May
12 was [ollowed by the showing
of this DVD.

Asked about his future
plans. Biswajit answered, “I
want to bridge the gap between
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our culture and the future gen-
eration who are growing up in
USA. | want to introduce them
to our mother language. We
have already developed soft
ware with Bengali alphabets
and also produced a CD of music
bands of Bangladeshi young-
sters living in USA. They might
talk like Americans but in
heart they bear the flare of a
Bangladeshi.”

Biswajit Shaha's love for his
country, its culture, its litera-
ture has inspired him to make a
difference and his ceaseless en-
deavour to let the new genera-
tion know about, 21st February,
26th March, and 16th December
motivates him to enjoy
work.
