tlonal mass movement to drive
out Begum Khaleda Zia from
gnwcr only a few years ago.,”

helkh Hasina saild in an ex-
clusive interview with the BSS
vesterday.

The interview was taken at
PM's official residence Ganob-
haban on the eve of her historic
"Home-Coming Day". Sheikh
Hasina returned to the country
on May 17, 1981 ending a lon
exile since the assassination o
Father of the Nation Banga-
bandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rah-
man on August 15, 1975,

President of Awaml League,
the country’s largest and oldest
political garty. Sheikh Hasina
expressed her confidence that
the people would surely reject
the anti-independence and

ranti-people elements in the

coming elections despite the
propaganda, they are spreading
in a planned way,

“l am very much confident
that the people will refect them,
and the alllance of razakar Go-
lam Azam, autocrat Ershad,
vote thief Begum Khaleda Zia
and the religious fanatics must
fail to get the people’'s mandate
in the elections,” she said.

“The most unfortunate part
Is that the branded conspira-
tors — who opposed the nation's

freedom, killed millions of
people, raped thousands of
women, strangulated democ-

racy under military boots,

“The people of Bangladesh
will not allow razakar Golam
