France eventually prevailed
4-2 in a penalty shoot-out after
efforts from Japan's Junichi
Inamoto and Hiroshi Nanami
struck the woodwork and will
play Morocco or Jamaica in the
final of the Hassan Il Tourna-
ment.

But Japan, coached by
Frenchhman Philippe Troussier.
were the more inventive side
and constantly gave France
coach Roger Lemerre food for
thought a week before his
team’'s Euro 2000 opener with
Denmark at Bruges, Belgiun.

First Zidane's neatly-taken
goal on the hour cancelled out a
first-half opener from Hiroaki
Morishima.

Then Zidane linked up well
with Nicolas Anelka to set up
