27 killed by
law enforcers
in 6 months

At least 27 people were killed
and 219 others tortured by the
law-enforcing agencies across
the country during the last six
months, reports LUUNB,

This

was revealed by
Rehahilitation
Center for Trauma Victims
(BRCT) In {ts half yearly report
at a Fress conference yesterday.,

The report of police excess
came on the eve of UN Interna-
tional Day In Support of Viec-
tims of Trauma, which Is being
observed today.,

Some 20 people died in cus-
tody, 2 In thana and 18 in |ail,
saild the BRCT report on human
rights violations.

During the period, a total of
251 women and minor girls
were raped, Including 100 by
terrorists and 18 by the mem-
bers of law enforcing agencies.,

The report said 96 political
activists and supporters were
killed during the period. Of
them, 55 were of Awami League,
17 of BNP, 5 of Jamaat-e-Islami
and 2 of Jatiya Party.

Soime 78 fell victims by acid
throwing, one journalist was
killed and 68 others were tor-
tured, Besides, eight law-enfore-
ing personnel including six po-
licemen were killed.

BRCT general secretary
Akram Hossain Chowdury read
out the report while its presi-
dent Dr AK Khalilur Rahman
and Director Dr Akramul
Haque were present.
