equipment and books and for
higher training and research.

Allocations have been in-
creased for research and pur-
chase of educational materials
and medicines.

The university Syndicale
has already approved the pro-
posed budget at its last meeting
on June 11.

Tk 26.25 lakh allocation has
been made for four new depart-
ments — 'International Rela-
tions', ’'Biochemistry and
Molecular Biology'. ‘Urban and
Regional Planning' and 'Envi-
ronmental Science’'.

The university Senate mem-
bers will cast their votes to elect
a single representative under
the Registered Graduate quota
for the Syndicate, and another
for the Finance Committee for a
two-year term. Besides, they
will also select an eminent citi-
zen for the Syndicate.
