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Visiting CDC director warns govt

The visiting director of Cen-
tre for Disease Control and Pre-
vention (CDC) Dr Jeffrey P Ko-
plan warned Bangladesh goy-
ernment that the road to polio
eradication is long and will not
end by December 2000.

The caution came following
Dr Koplan's extensive field vis-
its to six districts including
capital city during last eight
days.

Dr Koplan, who came 10
Dhaka at the invitation of WHO
to review polio status in
Bangladesh, made the com-
ments at a press conlerence yes-
terday moming held at the WHO
Dhanmondi premises. He was
sharing his experience alter
field visits.

As three years of polio-free
status are necessary to certify a
country as polio-free,
Bangladesh must cautiously
work, even harder, to identify
any possible case of polio.

He said that to reach the year
2000 goal of, polio-iree
Bangladesh, concerted efforts
by all Bangladeshis would also
be needed to reach every child
in the next national immuni-
sation days (NIDs). proposed for
November and December 2000.

Dr Koplan also said there Is
a strong commitment of
Bangladesh government at all
levels for the eradication of po-
lio. A strong spirit of partner-
ship exists among Bangladesh
overnment, Unicef, IOCH, US-

ID. Rotary, DFID, CARE and
others.

He also noted that intensive
efforts have been made by field
workers and all development
partners throughout
Bangladesh to reach every child
during every previous NIDs.
