LONDON, Sept 6: Former
Guyana and West Indies opener
Roy Fredericks died on Tuesday
from throat cancer in a New
York hospital, the CANA news
agency said on Wednesday. He
was D8, reports Reuters.

Fredericks, a small pugna-
cious left hander, played 59
Tests and scored 4,334 runs at
an average of 42.49,

A former sports minister in
CGuyana, left hander Fredericks
is best remembered for a dash-
ing 169 against Australia in the
1975/76 series facing a bowl-
ing attack which Included
Dennis Lillee and Jeff Thomp-
s01N.

On a fast Perth Pitch he
reached his century off 71 balls,
with a six and 18 fours, in one
of the great Test Innings.

Also a fine fielder,
Fredericks, took 62 Test
catches and seven Test wickets
with his slow left-arm.

He played for Glamorgan
between 1971 and 1973, scor-
ing 1,377 runs In his first sea-

Court summons
eight Pakistanis

KARACHI., Sept 6: A court
lhas summoned eight Pakistani
cricketers in connection with a
citizen's petition calling for the
players (o be banned {rom the
game and prosecuted over
match-fixing. court officials
said Wednesday, reports AFP.

The Sindh High Court has

ordered Wasim Akram. Salim
Malik, Wagar Younis, Saeed
Anwar, Inzamam-ul-Hag. Mu-

shtag Aluned, Ataur Rehman
and Akram Raza to appear be-
fore it on September 25.

Malik and Rehman were
banned for life after the findings
of an inquiry into match-fixing
by Justice Malik Mohamma
Qayyum were released in May.
The other six were fined and
censured.

The petitioner, Qadir Khan
Mandokhel, has said all the
plavers should be banned from
the game and prosecuted be-
cause the inquiry “proved their
involvement in match fixing.”
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
