The Significance of

South-North Joint
Declaration
I) The significance of the

document is that it is the [irsi
n?reemem signed by the leaders
of South and North Korea in the
55 years since the division of
the nation.

The agreement will play a
niding role in futare  inter-
orean relations since the lead-
ers ol the South and North and
lace-to-face meetings.,  con-
lirmed their will for peace. rec-
onciliation and cooperation and

agreed on concrete action
plans.

President Kim emphasized
that now is the time for the

South and North Korean lead-
ers to lead the way in charting
the future of the nation. amid
the new global order character-
ized by the collapse of the Cold
War as well as advances in in-
lormation and globalization.

2) The Declaration confirms
the principle that inter-Korean
iIssues should be resolved by
South and North Korea. 3

Establishment ol peace on
Korean Peninsula. inter-
Korean cooperation and na-
tional unification are issues
that the South and the North
should play principle roles in
resolving through dialogue and
negotiations

The principle of the central-
ity of South and North Korea in
the Korean question was al
ready confirmed by the South-
North Basic Agreement and th
international community has
also been fully supportive ol
this principle

By reaffirming this principle
in their Joint Declaration. the
leaders of South and North
Korca made a commitment (o
the world that the two Koreas
wonld work together to chart
the Iuture of their nation

3) The Declaration reflecls
firm agreement on the preven-
tion of war and settlement 0/
peace on the Korean Peninsula.

President Kim emphasized
that the eruption of war on the
Korean Peninsula would result
in the destruction ol the nation
and that nothing would be
achieved bv means ol war.

5] The two leaders empha-
sized the importance of joint
efforts by South and North Ko-
rea (o resolve the humanitarian
ISSues.

In this spirit. the leacders of
the South and North called for
inter-  Korean  cooperation Lo

realize with the utinost urgency

the reunion of separated fami-
lles. As the first step, the two
sides agreed to allow separated
family members to meet one
another on the occasion of the
55th anniversary of the August
15" Liberation Day and at the
same tlme to resolve, from a
humanitarian perspectives, the
issue of the unconverted North
Korean agents who have served
or are still serving prison ternis
in the South.

6G) The Declaration lays the
loundation for promoting South-
North cooperation in a multually
bhenelficial way.

The two leaders agreed that
the promotion of Sopth-North
cooperation in all areas Is com-
patible with promoting the de-
velopment and interests of the
entire Korean nation.

In an effort to promote eco-
nomic exchanges and coopera-
tion In the private sector. the

two sides will hold meetings
between authorities, discuss
and pre-

cooperative prugm-ts
pare a system of exchanges and
cooperation,

Also, in an effort to recover
the national (dentity of the na-
tion and to construct a rela-
tionship of mutual trust, the

two sides will expand eXx-
changes and cooperation in
civic. cultural, sports, public
health, environmental and all

other fields

7) The two leaders agreed (0
continue the dialogue.

The Declaration includes an
agreement on a return visit to
Seoul by National Delense
Commission Chalrman  Kim
Jong-il.

The exchange of visits by the
two leaders of the South and
North will contribute greatly lo
bilateral relations and the
building up of mutual trust as
well as serving as an occasion
to guarantee implementation of
various South-North agree-
ments

The date for Chairman K s
visit to Soul will be determined
in the upcoming meetings be-
tween the South and North.

In conclusion. the Declaration
has opened a new chapler i the
history of inter- Korean rela-
tions, which will wholly be in the
service of stability in Northeast
Asia and global peace,

The summmit, we believe. the
greatly contributed to elimi-
nating the apprehensions about
instability on the Korean Penin-
stila Presudent  Kim urped
Chairman Kini 1o settle pending
international  questions. e
cluding the North's nuclear and
missiles issues, at an early date
so that Pyongyang's relations
with  neighbouring couniries
will be improved.

The South-North Joint Dec-
laration is expected not onlv to
substantially improve the inter-
Korean relations but also coin-
(ribute to consolidating stability
i1 Northeast Asia. '
