Palestinians to end clashes

Suicide attack on Israeli post

WASHINGTON, Oct 26 : The United States put the heat on the Pales-
tnians to end our weeks of clashes with Israeli forces as clforts to bring
peace Lo the region continued to stumble today, reports AFP.

Meanwhile, the violence took a new turn with a reported suicide
attack by a cyclist on an Israeli position in the Gaza Strip, Killing the
bomber and wounding a soldier.

Israeli General Yom Tov Samia blamed the atlack on the radical
Islamic Jihad, which is strongly opposed to the [sraeli-Palestinian
peace process. ‘

The US House of Representatives came down firmly on Israel's side
Wednesday, passing by 365 votes (o 30 Wednesday a resolution con-
demning the Palestinian leadership and accusing it of promoting the
current violence.

By a 365-30 vote the house expressed "its solidarity with the state
and people of Israel,” and condemned the Palestinian leadership for
“encouraging the violence and doing so little for so long to stop i,
resulting in the senseless loss of life.”

The resolution, which now goes to the Senate, called on the Palestin-
ian leadership “to refrain from any exhortations to public incitement ...
(and) to vigorously use its security forces to act immediately to stop all
violence ... and to settle all grievances through negotiations.”

The resolution was sponsored by New York Republican representa-
tive Benjamin Gilman, who said in a statement to the press that Pales-
tinlan leader Yasser Arafat "is attempting to dictate Israell concesslons

at the negotiating table through the unbridled use of violence.

Russian plane crash kills 86

TBILISI, Oct 26 : Russia said
today that a flery crash of a
Soviet-era military plane in Geor-
gla killed all 86 people on board,
including women and children, in
a tragedy attributed to heavy fog,
reports AFP.

Russlan President Vladimir
Putin and his Georgian counter-
part Eduard Shevardnadze
agreed in a telephone call to
jointly probe the accident.

The air crash Is the second
major catastrophe to hit the

Wednesday into the Mtirala (cry-
ing) mountain. so called because
of the heavy rainfall in the area,
some 25 km east of the port town
Batumi.

"As a result of the crash, 86
people died, including service-
men, women and children,” sald
air force commander General
Anatoly Kurnikov in televised
remarks from the Tajik capital
Dushanbe.

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"Today Congress, together with our friends in Israel and elsewhere,

The resolution also urges the administration of US President Bill
Clinton to “use its veto power ... to ensure that the (UN) Security Coun-
cil does not again adopt unbalanced resolutions addressing the uncon-
trolled violence in the areas controlled by the Palestinian Authority.”

Gilman welcomed Washington's abstention October 7 in a UN Secu-
ritv Council vote on a resolution condemning Israel, and criticised
"countries whose leaders should have known better, such as France
and Spain ... (who) ganged up against Israel In endorsing an awful,
one-sided UN resolution.”

Earlier Clinton said Arafat was in a position to bring about a reduc-
tion in the violence that has killed som 140 people, most of them Pales-
tinlans. "I think the violence can be dramatically reduced,” Clinton
sald.

"I think that, you know, there are probably some people within the
Palestinian territories, and probably some people within Israel, that
are not within total control of Chairman Arafat or even the Israell gov-
ernment,” he added.

“But | do think Chairman Arafat can dramatically reduce the level of
violence.”

4 new moons around
Saturn discovered

WASHINGTON, Oct 26 : Astronomers announced they had spotted
at least four more moons orbiting Saturn, making the ringed giant the
planet with the most satellites in our solar system, reports AFP.

With 22 moons, Saturn now has one more than Uranus, scientists
from Cornell University in New York said on the eve of a presentation of
the findings at a meeting Thursday in Pasadena, California, of the
Amertican Astronomical Soclety.

Other institutions involved In the discovery and its confirmation
were France's Cote d'Azur Observatory; McMaster Universily, Canada:
and the Harvard-Smithsonian Centre for Astrophysics.'

The international team detected the four moons -- belleved to be
between 10 and 50 km (six and 30 miles) across -- by virtue of their
reflected light, and estimated their orbit at least 15 million km (nine
million miles) from Saturn, Cornell said..

Other properties of the moons remain unknown, but the Cornell |

researchers said preliminary findings conclude that, based on the
moons' orbits, they are "irregular” satellites.

Irregular satellites are captured into a planet's orbit after it is |

formed, compared to "regular” satellites, which are believed to con-
dense from the same cloud of gassy, dusty debris from which their
parents are born. :

Rescuers identify first
body of Kursk sailor

4 bodies retrieved

MOSCOW, Oct 26 : Recovery
workers identified today the first
body of a sallor who perished in
the Kursk nuclear submarine
from a note found on his corpse
which gave detalls of the disaster,
ITAR-TASS reported, says AFP.

The dead man was named as
Lieutenant-Captain Kolesnikov.
In total, four les have so far
been recovered from the wreck of
the submarine, which sank In
mysterious clrcumstiances on
August 12.

The note, as read to reportiers
by Russian navy commander
Vladimir Kuroyedov, says that 23
sallors had fled to the rear ninth
section of the doomed craft after
an explosion ripped through its
bow.

"There are 23 of us here. We
made this decision (Lo move back)
as aresult of the accident. None of
us have been able to get out,”
Kolesnikov writes.

The cause of Russla's worst
maritime catastrophe in recent
years remains a mystery, but the
craft was sent plunging to the
bottom of the Barents Sea after a
massive explosion that hit its
front section.

Kuroyedov sald Tuesday he
was "80 percent certain” that the
Kursk had been sunk by a colli-
sion with another submarine.

However Western intelligence
reports say that the fuel in one of
Kursk's torpedoes most probably
caught fire and caused a second
explosion which sank the craft,
instantly killing most of the crew.
