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Reconstructing the Past

Month-long exhibition of photographs and remains exhumed from the two kzllmg fields at the Liberation

FTER almost 30 years ol
the bloodiest War In the

history of the humanity,
the question still persists
whether the post-Liberation War
generation of our country Knows
about their past. Since its incep-
tion the Liberation War Museum
(LWM) waged a continuous effort

to keep war memories allve
against forgetting.
To commemorate the 30th

anniversary of our Independence,
The Liberation War Museum
launched a month-long
programme featuring rare photo-
graphs and the remains of bodles
exhumed [rom wo mass graves
discovered recently.

The photography exhibition
titled Remembering The Glorious
Dead showcases images ol the
1971 genocide committed by the
Pakistani army in Bangladesh
and put on display of the human
remains exhumed from the two
Killing fields, Muslim Bazar and
Jalllad Khana. These killing fields
were excavated in 1999 by the
Liberation War Museum with the
assistance of the Bangladesh
Army. As a part of the month-long
programme, the museum also
published a signilicant volume
which will readdress our past in a
new light, '1971: Documents on
Crimes against Humanity Com-
mitted by Pakistan Army and
their agents in Bangladesh dur-
ing 1971".

The exhibition, now being held
at the museum auditorium, with

its entrance and signboards put
up in such a way that one has to

bend to gel into the exhibiting
and show respect to the departed
souls.

The tlotal area is covered in
black svmbolising the national
grief and just aller entering the
place one would be greeted with
harrowing tale of mass Killing
portrayed through the upsetting
images. The holocaust take took
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place 30 years ago comes allve in
those pictures.

There are photographs of
tanks roaring its presence on
roads of Dhaka, children shol (o
death mercilessly, a dog feasting
on the remains of a child's dead
body. many photographs from
the killing fields where crumbled
bodies thousands of innocent
Bangladeshis are depicted. These
photographs are testimony to the

cruelty of the Pakistani Army, as
they butchered Innocent. and
helpless men, women and chil-
dren dump their bodies, pour
petrol (o burn and erase all evi-
dence of their misdeeds. There
are also photographs ol Innocent
women, who were violated and
then killed along with their chil-
dren.

The Operational Map of Ban-
gladesh used by Pakistani Army
Eastern Command Chief LL.
General A K W Niazi, which was
recovered from the Bunker of
Niazi by the Indian Army alter the
surrender also feature in the
show.

There Is also a paper stating:
'‘Our Appeal for The Trial of The
Perpetrators of 1971 Genocide in
Bangladesh'. In this appeal the
LWM asks the PM to lake steps for
the trial. It Is also stated in the
appeal that no new law |Is
required for the trial, because
according to the International
Crimes (Tribunals) Act, 1973 (Acl
No XIX of '73) we already have the

provisions for detention, prose-
cution and punishment of crimes
for genocide, crimes agalnst
humanity, war erimes etc.

There is also a board holding
the portraits of 50 myrtered intel-
lectuals who were brulally killed
during 1971. There Is also a
board containing newspaper
photographs and their caplions
alter the Genocide, which were

published in different newspa-
persin 1971.

There I1s a monitor, continu-
ously showing some rare video
clippings and slides.

The most important exhibits of
the show are Kept in the centre In
a huge glass cage. It contains all
the bone-parts, skull and
remains, which were exhumed
from the killing fields of Muslim
Bazar and Jalladkbana. There
are 25 skulls with noticeable
bullet injury in almost each of
them. All of these remains were
cleaned, disinfected and exam-
ined before they wére put into
display. There are also pleces of
clothing found with the remains,
among which there is a broken
briefcase, a pair of shoes of littde
girls and many other household
objects.

Oulside the auditorium there
are pholographs and articles
from the excavation area.

The Liberation War Museum
belleves that the museum Is a
place of worship for the young
and old, to learn from the past
and the folly of a few that can be
misery for millions; learn the
bravery of a few against all odds.
From this we can Join together
and form a community through
which we shall be able to let the
whole World know about the
truth,

Each Bangladeshi should pay
a visit to the exhibition. We are
reminded through the exhibition
of our harrowing past as well the
glorious moment in our history.
