“772 women Kkilled
in 1,109 repression
incidents 1n 2000’

Some 772 women were Killed
in recorded 1,109 repression
incidents throughout the coun-
try in the year 2000, reports
UNB.

Of them, 100 were killed for
dowry, said a report of the
Bangladesh Legal Aid and
Services Trust (BLAST) review-
ing the human rights situation
across the country.

BLAST provides legal aid free
of cost to the victims through
its 18 units and three legal aid
clinics throughout the country.

During the period, BLAST
recorded some 209 dowry-
related incidents, 715 rape that
claimed lives of 42 women, 272
acid throwing, 181-child re-

ression that claimed seven
ives, 311 abduction and 43
fatwa incidents.

In police custody, some 62
people were repressed in 12
months of the year of which 34
died,

During the period, 318 peo-
ple were trafficked in an outside
the country. Of them, 103 were
rescued, the report said.

"Here a partial scenario of
human rights vielation in the
country has been revealed.” the

BLAST report sald and added
that despite the existing provi-
sion of capital punishment
against such criminal incidents,
repression on women and vio-
lation of human rights are in-
creasing alurmlngly.

The legal ald organisation
stressed the need for immediate
steps to combat the violation of
human rights across the coun-

try.
