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Hartal : Zealots kill cop inside mosque

hammadi Housing and picked up
over 100 inmates, including those
who were allegedly involved in the
killing. Police said they also recov-
ered a good number of sharp
weapons from the madrassahs.

Acting on the conlessional
statement of one of the zealots ~
Humayun Kabir -- police recov-
ered Badsha Mia's shotgun from a
pond necar Noor Masjid in the
aftermoon.

Police also arrested another 97
peaple from Uttara, Pallabi, Pos-
tagola and Baitul Mukarram areas
in the city during the hartal on
charge of picketing and exploding
bombs.

In Baitul Mukarrain area, po-
lice and the zealots were locked in
sporadic clashes from about 1 pm
(o 3pm. At one stage police en-
tered the mosque compound, beat
some stone-throwers and 'pickud
up 10 peaple. Over 10 peap
also injured during the clashes.

At Tongi, police, joined by Juba
League acrivists, reportedly at-
tacked a group of zealots, who pul
up road barricades on both sides
of Tongi Bridge in the morming
and damaged at least five vehicles

Witnesses  said  police  first
asked the Islamic activists to with-
draw the barricade as Prime Min-
isters Sheikh Hasina would pass
through the road to attend a func-
tion at Mouchak. But the activists
declined. Police then cashed the
actvists. Tongi police arrested 13
people and Uttara police arrested
22 from the area.

At Mohammadpur, people
were seen abusing the zealots and
clapping when police picked them
up.

How the trouble started al
Mohammadpur.

According to local people and
police, hundreds of supporters of
Islami Oikva Jote Chairman Azizul
Haq started a demonstration near
the Moahmmadpur Shia Masjid
crossing in the morning to ob-
struct NGO activists from coming
to the Parade Ground.

A reception centre was opened
at a playground near the Shia
Masjid where many NGO activists
assembled to attend the rally. Only
six policemen were deployed
there.

Police first obstructed the ma-
drassah  students  when  they
started marching towards the
NGO reception centre at about
9:30am. The students then held a
rally in front of Noor Masjid. Till
about 11:45, they made several
attempts to march towards the
NGO reception centre but police
obstructed them,

Some local people and police
said 10) Chairman Saikhul Hadit
Azizul Haq and some other leaders
addressed the rally.

witnesses said police fired tear
gas shells when a procession ol
NGO activists, mostly women,
came under attack by the students
at about 11:30am. The students
reportedly assaulted some of the
women.

[hey pelted stones at the small
group of policemen who cashed
the attackers and flired tear gas
shells. The students then exploded
several bombs, At one stage, police
constable Abdul Hakim was in-

jurcd in the head.

Two sub-inspectors <= Delwar
Hossain and Azizul Haq -- and
constable Nurul Islam were in-
jured while the rest were busy
taking care ol seriously injured
Hakim. The students gheraoed the
force, but all of them, expect Bad-
sha Mia, managed Lo escape.

At that time, the zealots took
Badsha Mia inside Noor Masjid
and killed him by beating’ with
wooden shoe cases,

They said local people remain
in fear. 11 there is any quarrel local
people, the madrassah students
come on the road with big knives,
sticks, iron rods, they said.

They said the zealots illegally
occupied the lands,

Many local people alleged that
the owner of the housing estate is
also a patron ol the madrassahs
and mosques.

Local people were seen helping
police in identilying the trouble
mongers and expressed their ha-
tred to the zealots.

Ihe hartal was observed par-
tially. Although most ol the shops,
business houses and educational
institutions  remained  closed,
movement ol transports was al-
most normal in the city during the
hartal hours.

Our Mymensingh Correspond
adds: At least seven persons were
injured when a bus carrying NGO
activists for the rally was attacked
allegedly by some Islamic activists
at Charpara at about 7 am vester-
day.

More police rushed to the spot
and raided the madrassahs and
the msoque and arrested about
100 activists.

Police also recovered big
knives and other sharp weapons
from Jamia Mohammadia Arabia
Madrassah and Nurani  Talim
Quran Board, Bangladesh, the
‘headquarters” of Nooranl Traning
Centre, The two madrassahs have
about 950 students.

What Humayun Kabir told po-
lice and reporters:

A healthy young man, Huma-
vun Kabir, who hailed from Baulal
under Patuakhali thana, said he
along with at least 25 others
picked up constable Badsha Mia,
took him inside the mosque al
about 11:45am and shut the doors.
They beat him on the head with
wooden shoe cases.

Badsha Mia died on the spol.
They then covered the body with
white cloth used for prayers and
left the mosque.

Humayun said Ismail, a fellow
student, threw Badsha Mia's shot-
gun into a pond.

Humayun, said that 10]
Chairman Azizul Haq and his son
addressed the rally and were pres-
ent during the killing. Humayun
said that they became angry when
the police team attempted to enter
the mosque. Badsha Mia was a lew
steps ahead ol the team.

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AR Mallick’s
anniversary of
death today

The 4th death anniversary of Dr
AR Mallick, former finance minis-
ter, will be observed today (Sun-
day) with due solemnity in differ-
ent parts of the country, says a
press release.

Dr Mallick was a Professor ol
South Asian History at the Univer-
sity ol Pennsylvania, USA in the
early 60s and the founding Vice-
Chancellor of Chittagong Univer-
sity, where he put up a resistance
during the Liberation War.

Dr  Mallick organised the
teachers, journalists, artists, stu-
dents for the liberation struggle
and was the president of the Lib-
eration Council of Intelligentsia in
1971. Representing Bangladesh 1o
UNO, Dr Mallick also worked (or
mobilising world public opinion in
favour of the Liberation War. e
delivered lectures in around 36
universities and cities of the USA
(o gain mass support for the emer-
gence ol Bangladesh.

Alter independence, he was the
first Education Secretary of Peo-
ple's Republic of Bangladesh., He
was the first High Commissioner
of Bangladesh in India and con-

dor to Nepal and Bhutan in 1972.
In 1975 he was made the first
technocrat finance minister of the
country. In the same year Dr Mal-
lick was elected Chairman of Asian
Development Bank. He was also a
member of the Board of Governors
of Islamic Development Bank. Dr
Mallick led the Bangladesh dele-
gation to the World Bank annual
conference held in Washington
and also represented the country
at the IMF annual conference.

Dr  Mallick was Professor
Emeritus of Jahangirnagar Univer-
sity, the fTounding Chairman of
National Bank Lid, the president
of Asiatic Society and a fellow of
Bangla Academy,

most important are the "British
Policies and the Muslims of Ben-
gal”, Amar Jibon Kotha O Bangla-
