Chemicals in
cockroach
can fight AIDS'

Chinese scientists sav chemical
components lound in cockroaches
have a “similar effectiveness” in the
treatment of AIDS as the widely used
Amencan drug AZT. state press
reporntedWednesday.

Chinese scientists at the Yunnan
Medical College have extracted a
group ol chemical elements from
cockroaches, including the special
allergic material alfatoxin and are
testing the effectiveness ol the
compounds in combatung AlDS,
Xinhuanews agencysaid.

“Lab experiments have shown
that the compound has similar
elfectiveness as AZT, a wadely vused
AIDS drug developed by American
researchers, but has fewer side
alfects,” the report said.

However, it warned that clinical
trials have vet 10 reach a linal con-
clusion.
