,city slums: CUP report

Annual urban growth 5 to 6 pc

The urbanisation in Bangladesh is
growing by 5 1o 6 per cent annu-
ally with more than three million
pmplu living in slums in the capi-
tal ¢ity alone, according 1o a study
report vesterday.

The study gquoting available
statistics projected that more than
50 per cent people of Bangladesh
will live in urban arcas by the vear
2025 influencing the habiat, life
style, Tood habit, water sanitation
and other services.

Coalition lor the Urban Poor
(CUP), an apex body which coor-
dinates the activities of 47 NGOs
in the urban slums in the city
conducted the study from Oclo-
ber. 1998 to December, 2000 un-
der the utle “Institutionalisation
of CUP for advocacy for the Urban
Poor.”

According to the recent UN
currently 2.9

illion people or 47 per cent of the
glohal population are living in
urban arcas. The total city dwellers
will be some 4.9 billion repre:
senting 60 per cent of the total
global population by the vear

2030,

I he study report said the rapid
growth rate in the urban popula-
tion was overrunning the resource
and management capability of the
concerned authorities who were
facilitating the urban poor with
basic services leading to an im-
provement of their  socio-
economic condition.

A good number of NGOs
keeping in view the sharp rise in
urban population by the year 2025
already stepped up some coordi-
nated programmes in the late
1980s to improve the lot of the
urban poor. The report quoling
the NGO experiences said consoli-
dated as well as coordinated cf-
forts were very much necessary
side by side the single initiative to
resolve the multidimensional and
complicated problems of the ur-
ban poor.

Three major factors = Rural (o
urban migration, Territorial ex-
pansion of urban areas and Natu-
ral growth of urban people - were
identified during the study as re-
sponsible for increase in urban
people along with expansion ol
urban areas over the last three

decades. The urban  share of in-
cremental population has signifi-
cantly increased since the second
half of the 20 century and it is
likelv to be larger compared (o
rural arcas with the advent ol 215t
century.

e slum problen:
scribed as an indicator ol govein-
ance in the study  report with a
suggestion that it should be  un-
derstood as a physical manilesta-
tion of poverty in Bangladesh.
“Rural to urban migration 1s a
normal phenomenon while — NMi-
gration to large urban arcas is
inevitable due to large invest-
ments, scope of employment and
availability ol other basic lacil-
ties,” the report observed,

The CUP authorities in the re-
port observed that the challenge
of accelerated urban growth will
need development of new vision
and implementation strategies lor
management as well as good gov-
ermnance in cities. This vision shall
be based on people-centred and
sell-reliant  approaches in the
greater interest ol the city dwellers
as well as the whole nation in fu
lure, the report said.
