A N C E  s i g n i f i c a n t l y  

constitutes an essential 

part of any culture. In 

Bangladeshi culture likewise, 

dance occupies a large profile with 

a great diversity of them and style. 

Classical, folk, tribal and modern 

dances are the notable branches 

that make-up this field of art in this 

country. Dance, now-a-days even in 

Bangladesh, is no longer a means 

of providing the audience with mere 

r e c r e a t i o n a l  p l e a s u r e  b u t  

simultaneously it is a media that 

conveys var ious messages 

including those of a serious kind. As 

such, dance is sometimes used to 

protest against social evil or 

injustice arousing the fine instincts 

inherent in humans.

Unfortunately, there are very few 

such institutions in Bangladesh that 

can claim to provide effective and 

meaningful aid to groom would-be 

dancers under an academic ar-

rangement. Keeping this very fact in 

view, country's two front-ranking 

dance artists Shibli Mohammad and 

Shamim Ara Nipa have ventured to 

form a dance academy under the 

dynamic co-ordination of journalist 

Mohammad Jahangir himself 

inspired by Mohammad Yunus, a 

renowned economist at home and 

abroad. " We went abroad as a 

cultural entourage on the occasion 

of an award-giving ceremony ac-

corded to Professor Yunus. He 

talked of a possibility of founding a 

formal academic institution which 

could impart professional learning 

on dance," Shibli gave an account 

of how they initiated the academy. 

"Nipa and I have been working as 

co-directors while Jahangir Bhai 

acts as co-ordinator," he added.

Shibli and Nipa, with the help of 

Md. Jahangir and some of their 

enthusiastic students, launched an               

organisation named Nrityanchal in 

M a y ,  2 0 0 0                                                                                                                                  

The journey of Nrityanchal Perform-

ing Arts Academy has formally been 

inaugurated on March 15 at the 

premises of Rajdhani Uchya 

Bidyaloy(Capital High School).

 The auspicious moment of 

inauguration was performed in a 

simple but pleasant ceremony.

 The country's eminent cultural 

personality Kalim Sharafi formally 

announced the academy as offi-

cially inaugurated.

 It was followed by a dance 

sequence by the senior and junior 

members of the academy. While 

marching past the premises they 

showered flower petals and flew 

colourful ribbons to greet the audi-

ence.

In a pre-inaugural briefing Shibli 

and Nipa spoke highlighting the 

objectives of the academy. "Our aim 

is to create professional and real 

dance artists; not the stars. Profes-

sionalism is what will make the 

artists of this academy different. 

Nipa said, "It's an outcome of a long 

cherished dream and commitment." 

Md. Jahangir, in his turn, talked 

about other activities that the acad-

emy intends to conduct. It has so far 

brought out two issues of a bulletin 

on art of dance. Besides it has plans 

to produce a video cassette on 

dances on commercial basis and to 

establish a residential dance acad-

emy. Formal academic programme 

of the academy commences on 

March 16 this year at its rented 

venue at Rajdhani Uchya Bidyaloy, 

Sher-e-Bangla Nagar (opposite to 

the parliament building). 

Although there are schools 

offering dance lessons, there is no 

association that looks out for the 

professional dance artistes' inter-

ests. Unlike the theatre and music 

people, dance artistes never had a 

place where they discuss ways to 

strengthen dance movement in 

Bangladesh and resolve problems.

Nrityanchal   was born with 

definite goals. The institute's main 

aim is to establish dance as a feasi-

ble career option for promising 

young dancers in the industry. 

Dance hasn't made significant 

progress since Independence. 

Since dance has already fallen 

behind, artistes need to take mea-

sures to popularise it. 

Nrityanchal will act as a platform 

for dance artistes from all over the 

country. The institute will be open 

for all. Nrityanchal  does not only 

intend to present its own students, 

rather it would like to showcase 

talented performers of different 

institutes and regions. Nrityanchal 

wants to offer extensive courses 

and workshops to its members. It 

would like to offer specialised 

training in different types of dance. 

There are plans to invite dance 

exponents from India or other 

countries to conduct workshops. 

Developing professionalism is the 

ultimate aim of the institute. The 

organisers think there is need to 

promote all kinds of dance forms 

ranging from classical to folk dance, 

which is why the institute hopes to 

offer varied training courses. Ac-

cording to them, so far dance has 

not been a conscious career choice 

for many but initiative must be taken 

to create a market for it. 

Nrityanchal  promises to have a 

holistic approach to teaching by 

p rov id ing  th ree  necessa ry  

subjectsdance, song , music. Apart 

from the main subject, a student will 

have to take subsidiary subjects 

such as acting or learning a particu-

lar instrument. 

The courses Nrityanchal offers 

are as follows:

Five year long Junior Certificate 

course, five year long Senior Certifi-

cate Course and three year long 

Diploma. It will further offer a spe-

cialisation course for those who 

pass the diploma course from this 

institution.
