The Soviet cosmonaut,
larly known as “Columbus of the
Cosmos™ began his cosmonaut
training soon after graduating with
honours from the Soviet Air Force
In 1957,

He was one of 20 fighter pilots
chosen to be part of the first group
of cosmonauts. Gagarin's flight
lasted 108 minutes and he could
réeach a'height of 327 kilomettes
above the Earth.

His trip concluded as he reen-
tered the Earth's atmosphere,
ejecting from the capsuvle and
parachuting to the ground near
the village of Smelovka in the
Seratov region of the erstwhile
USSR.

Gagarin completed his Earth’s
orbit 25 days before the first US
sub-orbital manned flight.

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More funds urged for N-medicine treatment

BSS, Dhaka

Scientists at an international con-
ference yesterday urged the rich
countries ol the South Asian re-
gion to help raise fund lor peacelul
uses of atomic energy instead ol
financing nuclear weapons.

Speaking at the conference on
nuclear medicine, the scientists
said that the countries spending a
huge amount of money for nuclear
weapons should invest it to de-
velop nuclear medicine treatment
for the well-being of a vast popu-
lation of the region.

Ihey observed that although
nuclear medicine has been intro-
duced soon after the World War 11,

the developing and the least de-
veloped countries could not ex
tend the most modern medicare to
patients due to fund constraints
and lack of proper attention of the
respective governments.

In Bangladesh, they alleged,
fund constraints are a major hur
dle to the expansion of nuclear
medical service to the people.
Although the country has 13 nu-
clear medical centres (NMC) and
one institute, those are not lunc-
tioning properly due to lack ol
fund, skilled manpower, medical
equipment and radioisotope.

I'he scientists underscored the
need for proper attention of the

government as well as skilled
manpower for immediate expan-
sion of the service at least up 1o
geographically important district
level,

[hey also proposed formation
of a nuclear medicine foundation
to popularise the nuclear medi-
cine service to the people.,

sSociety of Nuclear Medicine,
Bangladesh (SNMB), organised the
day-long conference held at the
Bangladesh Institute of Admini-
stration and Management (BIAM).

Prof Abdul Malek, Secretary
General, National Heart Founda-
tion, was chief guest in the confer-
ence while Mohammad Habibud-
din, Chairman of Bangladesh

Atomic Energy Comrmission, was
present as special guest.
