The leaders announced that
they will stage a demonstration in
front of the vice-chancellor’s office
on October 17 to press home their
demands.

They also threatened to launch
a vigorous movement, il the VC
does not resign immediately.

Meanwhile, the JCD activists
beat up Suman, a Master's student
in the Department of Accounting,

for joining a procession of Bangla-
desh Chhatra League.
Titu, Munna, Pahari, Pilot

and Sohan were in the group of 15
that attacked Suman, a resident of
Muktijoddha Ziaur Rahman Hall,
near the Bartala on the campus in
the presence of police, witnesses
said.
